49 9 While he yet spake, there
cometh one from the ruler of the
synagogue’s house, saying to
him, Thy daughter - is dead:
trouble not the Master.

50 But when Jesus heard i, he
answered him, saying, Fear not:
believe only, and she shall be
made whole.

91 And when he came into the
house, he suffered no man to go
in, save Peter; and James, and
John, and the father and the
mother of the maiden.

52 And all wept and bewailed
her: bat he said, ‘Weep not:
shie is not dead, but sleepeth.

93 And they laughed: him to
scorn, knowing that she was
dead. >

84 And_he put them all out,
and took her by the hand, and
called, saying, Maid, arise.

95 And her spirit came again,
and she arose straightway: and
he commanded to give her meat.

56 And her parents were aston-
ished : but he charged them that
they should tell' no -man what
was done.

CHAP. IX.

1 Christ sendeth his apostles to work
miracles, and to preach. 7 Herod
desired to see Christ. 1T Ghrist
feedeth five thousand : 18inquireth
what opinion the world kad of kim:
Joretelleth his passion ;' 23 propo-
seli to all the pattern of his patience.
B The transjiguralion.” 37 He
healeth the lunatic: 43 again fore-
warneth his discipiés of - his “pas-
ston . 46 commendeth humility : 51
biddeth them to sheio mildness to-
wards ull, withowt desire of revenge.
51 Divers would follow him, but
upon conditions.

HEN he called his twelve

disciples together, and gave
them power- and authority over
all devils, and to cure diseases:

The apostles sent out,

2 And he sent them to preach
the kingdom of God, and to heal
the sick.

3 And he said unto them, Take
nothing for your jourey, neither
staves, nor scrip, neither bread,
neither money ; neither have two
coats apiece.

4 And whatsoever house ye en-
ter into, there abide, and thence
depart.

5 And. whosoever will not re-
ceive you, when ye go out of
that city, shake off the very dust
from your feet for a testimony
agamst them.

6 And they departed, and went

through the towns, preaching the
gospel, and healing every where,

7 9 Now Herod . the tetrarch
heard of all that was done by
him : and he was perplexed, be-
cause that it was said of some,
that John was risen from the
dead ;

8 And of some, that Elias had
appeared ; and of others, that one
of the old prophets was risen
again.

9 And Herod said, John have I
beheaded ; but who is this of
whom I hear such things? And
he desired to see him.

10 9 And the apostles; when
they were returned, told him all
that* they had done. And he
took them, and went aside pri-
vately into a desert place, be-
longing to the city called Beth-
saida.

11 And the people, when they
knew 1, followed him: and he
received them, and spake unto
them of the kingdom of God,
and healed them that had need
of healing.

12 And when the day began to
wear away, then came the twelve,
and said unto him, Send the mul-
titude away, that they may ge
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into the towns and country ronnd
about, and lodge, and get victuals:
for we are here in a desert place.

13 But he said unto them, Give
ye them to eat. And they said,
We have mno more but five
loaves and two fishes; except
we should go and buy meat for
all this people.

14 (For they were about five
thousand men.) And he said to
his disciples, Make them sit down
by fifties in a company.

15 And they did so, and made
them all sit down.

16 Then he took the five loaves,
and the two fishes, and looking
up to heaven, he blessed tliem,
and brake, and gave to the disci-
plés to set before the multitude.

17 And they did eat, and were
all filled: and there was taken
up of fragments that remained to
them twelve baskets.

18 9 And it came to pass, as he
was alone praying, his disciples
were with him; and he asked
them, saying, Whom say the
people that I am?

19 They answering, said, John
the Baptist ; but some say, Eli-
as; and others say, that one of
the old prophets is Tisen again.

20 He said unto them, But
whom say ye that Tam? Peter an-
swering, said, The Christof God.

21 And he straitly charged
them, and commanded them to
tell no man that thing,

22 Saying, The Son of man
must suffer many things, and be
rejected of the elders, and ‘chief
priests, and seribes, and be slain,
and be raised the third day.

23 9 And he said to them all, If
any man will come after me, let
him deny himself, and take up
his cross daily; and follow me.

24 For whosoever will save his
life, shall lose it : but whosoever

will lose his life for my sake, the
same shall save it.

25 For what is 2 man advan-
taged, if he gain the whole world,
and lose himself, or be cast away?

26 For whosoever shall be
ashamed of me, and of my words,
of him shall the Son of ‘man be
ashamed, when he shall come in
his own glory, and in his Fa-
ther’s, and of the holy angels.

27 But I tell you'of a truth,
there be some standing here
which shall not taste of death till
they see the kingdom of God.

28 ¥ And it came to pass, about
an eight days after these sayings,
he took Peter, and John, and
James, and went up into & moun-
tam to- pray.

29 And as'he prayed, the fash-
ion-of his countenance was al-
tered, and his raiment was white
and glistering.

30 And behold,. there talked
with him two men, which were
Moses and Elias :

31 Who appeared in glory, and
spake of his decease which he
should accomplish at Jerusalem.

32 But Peter and they that
were with him were heavy with
sleep: and “when they were
awake, they saw his glory, and
the two men that stood with him.

33 And it came to pass, as they
departed from him, Peter said
unto Jesus, Master, it is good for
us to be here : and let us make
three tabernacles; one for thee,
and one for Moses, and one ' for
Llias: not knowing what he said.

34 While he thus spake, there
came a cloud, and overshadowed
them : -and they feared as they
entered into the eloud.

35 And there came a voice out
of the cloud, saying, This is my
beloved Son : .hear him.

36 And when the voice was
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A devil cast out.
past, Jesus was found alone.
Ard they kept it close, and told
no man in those days any of
those things which they had
seen.

87 T And it came to pass, that
on the next day, when they
were come down from the hill,
much people met him.

38 And behold, 2 man of the
company cried out, saying, Mas-
ter, I beseech thee look upon my
son: for he is mine only child.

89 And lo, a spirit taketh him,
and he suddenly erieth out; and
it teareth him that he foameth
again, and bruising him, hardly
departeth from him:

40 And T besought thy disciples
to cast him out, and they could
not.

41 And Jesus answering, said,
O faithless and perverse genera-
tion, how long shall T be with
you, and suffer you! Bring thy
son hither.

42 And as he was yet a com-
ing; the devil threw hinr down,
and tare him. And Jesus re-
buked the unclean spirit, and
healed the child, and delivered
him again to his father.

43 9 And they were all amazed
at the mighty power of God.
But while they wondered every
one at all things which Jesus did,
he said unto his disciples,

44 Let these sayings sink down
into your ears: for the Son of
man shall be delivered. into the
hands of men.

45 But they understood not
this saying, and it was hid from
them, that they perceived it not:
and they feared: to ask him of that
saying.

46 § Then there arose a reason-
ing among them, which of them
should be greatest.

47 Aud Jesus perceiving the

Hunwlity commended,
thought of their heart, took a
child, and set him by him,

48 And said unto them, Who-
soever shall receive this child in
my name, receiveth me; and
whosoever shall receive me, re-
ceiveth him that sent me : for he
that is least among you all, the
same shall be great.

49 9 And John answered and
said, Master, we saw one casting
out devils in thy name ; and we
forbade him, because he follow-
eth not with us.

50 And Jesus said unto him,
Forbid him not: fof he that is
not against us, is for us.

51 9 And it came to pass, when
the time was come that he should
be received up, he: steadfastly
set his face to go to Jerusalem,

52 And sent messengers before
his face: and they went and en-
tered into a village of the Samar-
itans, to make ready for him.

53 And they did not receive
him, because his face was as
though he would go to Jerusa-
lem.

54 And when his disciples
James and John saw #his, they
said, Lerd, wilt thou that we
command fire to come down from
heaven, and consume them, even
as Elias did ?

55 ‘But he turned, and rebuked
them; and said, Ye know not
what manner of ‘spirit ye are of.

56 For the Son of man is not
come to destroy men’s lives, but
to save them. And they went to
another village.

57 9 And 1t came to pass, that
as they went in the way, a cer-
tain man said unto him, Lord, I
will follow thee -whithersoever
thou goest.

58 ‘And Jesus said unto him,
Foxes have holes, and birds of
the air have nests;; but the Sen

of man hath not where to lay kis
head.

59 And he said unto another,
Follow me. But he said, Loxd,
suffer me first to go and bury my
father.

60 Jesus said unto him, Let the
dead bury their dead: but go
thou and preach the kingdom of
God.

61 And another also szid, Lord,
1 will follow thee; but let me
first go bid them farewell which
are at home at my house.

62 And Jesus said unto him,
No man having put his hand to
the plough. and looking back, is
fit for the kinodom of God.

CHAP. X.

1 Christ sendeth out at onece seventy
disciples to work miracles, and fo
preack: 17 admenisheth them to be
fumble, and wherein to fejoice r 21
thanketh his Father for his grace;
23 magnifieth the happy estate of
s church > 25 teacheih the lawyer
how to atlain eternal Uife, and to
take every ore for his neighbour
that needeth his mercy: 41 repre-
hendeth Martha, and commendeth
Mary her sister.

FTER these things, the Lord

appointed other seventy-also,
and sent them two and two be-
fore his face mto every city, and
place, whither he himself would
come.

2 Therefore said he unto them,
The harvest truly s great, but
the labourers are few: pray ye
therefore the Lord of the har-
vest, that he would send forth
labourers into his harvest.

3 Go your ways: behold, T
send you forth as lambs among
wolves.

4 Carry neither purse, nor serip,
nor shoes: and salute no man by
the way.

5 And into whatsoever house
ye enter, first say, Peace be to
this house.

6 And if the son of peace be

there, your peace shall rest upon
it: if mot, it shall tum to you
again.

7 And in the same house re-
main, eating and drinking such
things as they give: for the la-
bourer is worthy of his hire. Go
not from house to house.

8 And into whatsoever city ye
enter, and they receive you, eat
such things as are set before you.

9 And heal the sick that are
therein, and say unto them, The
kingdom of God is come nigh
unto youn.

10 But into whatsoever city ye
enter, and they receive you not,
go your ways out into the sireets
of the same, and say,

11 Even the very dust of your
city which cleaveth on us, we de
wipe off agamst you: notwith-
standing, be ye sure of this, that
the kingdom of God is come nigh
unto you.

12 But I say unto you, That it
shall be more tolerable i that
day for Sodom than for that city.

13 Wo unto thee, Chorazin!
wo unto thee; Bethsaida ! for if
the mighty works had been done
in Tyre and Sidon, which have
been done in you, they had a
great while ago repented, sitting
in saeleloth and ashes.

14 But it shall be more tolera-
ble for Tyre and Sidon at the
Jjudgment, than for you.

15 And thon, Capernaum,which
art exalted to heaven, shalt be
thrust down to hell.

16 He that heareth you, hear-
eth me; and he that despiseth
you, despiseth me ; and he that
despiseth me, despiseth him that
sent me.

17 9 And the seventy returned
again with  joy, saying, T.ord,

even the devils are subject unto
us through thy name.
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The lawyer's guestion.

18 And he said wunto them, I
beheld Satan as lightning fall
from heaven.

19 Behold, I give unto you
power to tread on serpents and
seorpions, and over all the power
of the enemy : and nothing shall
by any means hurt you.

20 Notwithstanding, in this re-
joice not, that the spirits are sub-
ject unto you; but rather re-
Joice, because your names are
written in heaven.

21 9 In that hour Jesus rejoiced
in spirit, and said, I thank thee,
O Father, Lord of heaven and
earth, that thou hast hid these
things from the wise and prudent,
and hast revealed them unto
babes: even so, Father ; for so
it seemed good in thy sight.

22 All things are delivered to
me of my Father: and no man
knoweth who the Son is, but the
Father ; and who the Father is,
but the Son, and ke to whom the
Son will reveal him.

23 9 And he tumed him unto
his disciples, and said privately,
Blessed are the eyes which see
the things that ye see.

24 For I tell you, that many
prophets and kings have desired
to see those things which ye
see, and have not seen them;
and to hear those things which
ye hear, and have not heard them.

25 9 And behold, a certain law-
yer stood up, and tempted him,
saying, Master, what shall T do
to inherit eternal life?

26 He said unto him, What is
written in the law? how readest
thou?

27 And he “answering said,
Thou shalt love the Lord thy
God with all thy heart, and with
all thy soul, and with all thy
strength, and with all thy mind;
and thy neighbour as thyself,

The good Samaritan,

28 And he said unto him, Thou
hast answered right: this do,
and thou shalt live.

29 But he, willing to justify
himself, said unto Jesus, And
who is my neighbour?

30 And Jesus answering, said,
A certain man went down from
Jerusalem to Jericho, and fell
among thieves, which stripped
him of his raiment, and wounded
kim, and departed, leaving fim
half dead.

31 And by chance there came
down a certain - priest that way ;
and when he saw him, he passed
by on the other side.

32 And likewise a Levite, when
he was at the place, came and
looked on fiim, and passed by on
the other side.

33 But a certain Samaritan, as
he journeyed, came where he
was: and when he saw him, he
had compassion on Ao,

34 And went to him, and bound
up his wounds, pouring in oil and
wine, and set him on his own
beast, and brought him to an
mn, and took care of him.

35 And on the morrow, when
he departed, he took out two
pence, and gave them to the host,
and said unto him, Take care of
him : and whatsoever thou spend-
est more, when I come again, }
will repay thee.

36 Which now of these three,
thinkest thou, was neighbour unta
him that fell among the thieves?

37 And he said, He that shew-
ed mercy on him. Then said
Jesus unto him, Go, and do thon
likewise.

38 T Now it came to pass, as
they went, that he entered into a
certain village: and a certain
woman, named Martha, received
hini mto her house.

39- And she had a sister called
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Mary, which also sat at Jesus’
feet, and heard his word.

40 But Martha was cumbered
about much serving, and came to
him, and said, Lord, dost thou
not care that my sister hath left
me to serve alone? bid her there-
fore that she help me.

41 And Jesus answered, and
said unto her, Martha, Martha,
thou art careful, and troubled
about many things :

42 But one thng is needful;
and Mary hath chgsen that good
part, which shall not be taken
away from her.

CHAP. XL

instantly : 11 assuring that God so
will give us good things, 14 He,
casling out @ dumb devil, rebuketh
the blasphemous Pharisees : 23 and
sheweth who are blessed : 29 preach-
eth to the people, 37 and reprehend-
eththe outward shew of holiness in
the Pharisees; scribes, and lawyers.
ND it came to pass, that as
he was praying in a certain
place, when he ceased, one of his
disciples said unto him, Lord,
teach us to pray, as John also

4 And forgive us our sins; for
we also forgive every one that is
indebted to us. - And lead us not
into’ temptation; but deliver us
from evil.

5 And he said untothem, Which
of you shall have a friend, and
shall go unto him at’ midnight,

me three loaves:

6 For a friend of mine in his

7 And he from within shall
answer and say, Trouble me not:
the door is now shut, and my
children arewith me i bed; I
cannot rise and give thee.

8.1 say unto you, Though he
will not rise ‘and  give him, be-
cause heis hus friend, yet because
of his importunity he will rise
and give him as many es he
needeth.

9 And I say unto you, Ask; and
it shall be given you; seek, and
ye shall find ; knock, and it shall
be opened unto you.

10 For every on¢ that asketh,
receiveth ; and he that seeketh,
findetli; and to him that knock-
eth, it shall be opened.

11 If a son shall ask bread of
any of you that is a father, will
he give him a stone ? or if ke ask
a fish, will he for a fish give him
a serpent !

12 Or-if he shall ask an egg,
will he offer him a scorpion?

13 If ye then, being evil, know
how to give good gifts unto your
children : how much more shall
your heavenly -Father give the
Holy Spirit to ‘them that ask
him ?

149 And he was casting out a
devil, and it was dumb. ~And it
came to pass when the devil was
gone out, the dumb spake ; and
the people wondered.

15 But some of them said, He
casteth out devils through Beel-
zebub, the chief of the devils.

16 And others tempting him,
sought of him a sign from heaven.

17 But he, knowing their
thoughts, said unto them, Every
kingdom divided against itself, i
brought to desoletion; and a
house divided against a house,
falleth,
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18 If Satan also be divided
against himself, how shall his
Kingdom stand? because ye say
that I cast out devils through
Beelzebub.

19 And if T by Beelzebub cast
out devils, by whom do your sons
cast them out! therefore shall
they be your judges.

20 But if I with the finger of
God cast out devils, no doubt the

kingdom of God is come upon

you.

21 When a strong man armed
keepeth his palace, his goods are
in peace:

22 But when a stronger thanhe
shall ‘come upon him, and over-
eome him, he taketh from himall
his ‘armonr wherein he trusted,
and divideth his spoils.

23 He that is not with me is
against me : and. he that gather-
eth not.with me scattereth.

24 When the unclean spirit is
gone out of a man, he walketh
through dry places, seeling rest :
and finding. none, he saith, I will
return unto my -house whence I
came ont. .

25 And when he cometh, he
findeth ¢ swept and garriished.

26 Then goeth he, and taketh
to him seven other - spirits more
wicked than himself; and they
enter in, and dwell there: and
the last state of that man is worse
than the first.

27 7 And it came to-pass, as
he spake these things, a certain
woman of the company lifted up
her voice, and said unto him,
Blessed is the womb that hare
thee, and the paps which thou
hast sucked.

28 But he said, Yea, rather
blessed are they that hear the
word of God, and keep it.

299 And when the people were

they seek a sign ; and there shall
no sign be given it, but the sign
of Jonas the prophet.

30 For as Jonas was a sion un-
to the Ninevites, so shall also
the Son of man be to this genera-
tion.

31 The queen of the south shall
riseupin the jud gment with themen
of this generation, and condemn
them: for she came from the ut-
most parts of the earth, to hear

the wisdom ofSolomon ; and be-
hold, a greater than Solomon s
here.

32 The men of Nineveh shall
tise up in the judgment with this
generation, and shall condemn it ;
for they repented at the preach-
g of Jonas; and behold, a great-
et than Jonas s here.

33 No man-when he hath light-
ed a candle, putteth 4 in a secret
place, neither under a bushel, but
on a candlestick, that they which
come in may see the light.

34 The light of the body is the
eye: therefore when thine eve is
single, thy whole body also . is
full of light ; but when thine eye
is evil, thy Dbody also s full of
darkness.

35 Take ‘heed therefore, that
the light which is in thee be not
darkness.

36 If thy whole body thersfore
be full of light, having no part
dark; the whole shall be full ot
light ; aswhen the bright shining
of a candle doth give thee light.

37 9 And as he spake, a certain
Pharisee besought him to dine
with him: and he went in and
sat down to meat.

38 And when the Pharisee saw
it, he marvelled that he had not
first washed before dinner.

33 And the Lord said unte him,

gathered thick together, he began

Now do ye Pharisees make clean
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the outside of the cup and the
platter ; but your inward part is
full of ravening and wickedness.

40 Ye fools, did not he that
made that which is without,
make that which is within also?

41 But rather give alms of such
things as ye have ; and behold,
all things are clean unto you.

42 But wounto you, Pharisces !
for ye tithe mint, and rue, and all
manner of herbs, and pass over
judgment and the love of God:
these ought ye to have done, and
not to leave the other undone.

43 Wo unto you, Pharisees!
for ye love the uppermost seats
in the synagogues, and greetings
in the markets.

44 Wo unto you, scribes and
Pharisees, hypocrites ! for ye are
as graves which appear not, and
the men that walk over them are
ot aware of them.

45 9 Then answered oneof the
lawyers, and said unto him, Mas-
ter, thus saying, thou reproach-
est us also.

46 And he said, Wo unto you
also, y¢ lawyers ! for ye lade men
with _burdens grievous to be
borne, and ye yourselves touch
not the burdens with one of your
fingers. ;

47 Wo unto you ! for ye build
the sepulchres of the prophets,
and your fathers killed them.

48 Truly ye bear witness, that
ye allow the deeds of your fa-

thers: for they indeed killed
them, and ye build their sepul-
chres.

49 Thetefore also said the wis-
dom of God, I will send them
prophets and apostles, and some
of them they shall slay and per-
gecute :

50 That the blood of all the
prophets, which was shed ‘ from

53 And as he said these things
unto them, the seribes and the
Pharisees began to urge him ve-
hemently, and to provoke him to
speak of many things;

54 Laying wait for him, and
seeking to catch somcthing out
of his mouth, that they might
accuse him:

N the mean time, when there

were.gathered together an in-
numerable multitude of people,
msomuch that they trode one
upop another, he began to say
unto his disciples first of all, Be-
ware ye of -the leaven of the
Pharisees, which is hypoerisy.

2 For thereis nothing covered,
that shall not be revealed ; nei-
ther hid, that shall not be known.

3 Therefere,whatsoever ye have
spoken “in- darkness, shall be

the foundation of the 'world,

heard in the light; and- that
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Against covetomsness.
which ye have spoken in the ear
in closets, shall be proclaimed
upon the house-tops.

4 And T say unto you, my
friends, Be not afraid-of them
that kill the body, and after that,
have no more that they can do.

5 But Lwill forewarn you whom
ye shall fear : Fear him, which
after he hath killed, hath power
to cast into hell ; ‘yea, I say unto
you, Iear him.

6 Are not five sparrows sold for
two farthings, and not one of
them is forgotten before God?

7 But even the very hairs of
your head are all numbered. Fear
nat therefore: ye are of wmore
value than many sparrows.

8 Also I say unio you, Who-
goever shall confess me before
men, him shall the Son of man
also confess before the angels of
God.

9 But he that denieth me before
ien, shall be denied before the
engels of God.

10 And whosoever shall speak
& word against the Son of man, it
shall be forgiven him : but unto
him that blasphemeth against the
Holy Ghost, it shall not be for-
given.

11 And when" they bring you
unto the synagogues, and. unto
magistrates, and powers, take ye
no thought how or what thing ye
shall answer, or what ye shall
say:

12 For the Holy Ghost shall
teach you in the same houravhat
ye ought to say.

13 9 And one‘of the company
said unto him, Master; speak o
my brother, that lie divide the
inheritance with me.

14 And he said unto him, Man,
who made me a judge, or a divi-

heed,and beware of covetonsness :
for'a man’s life consisteth not n
the abundance of the things which
he possesseth.

16 Andhespake a parable unto
them, saying, The ground of a
certain rich man brought forth
plentifully :

17 And he thought within him-
self, saying, What shall T do, be-
cause 1 have no room where to
bestow my fruits?

18 And he said, This will T do :
T'will pull down my barns, and
build greater; and there will I
bestow all ‘my fruits and my
goods.

19 ‘And T will say fo my soul,

Soul, thou hast much goods laid
up for many years ; take thine
ease, eat, drink, and be merry,

20 But God said unto him,
Thou fool, this night thy soul
shall be required of thee: then
whose shall those things be which
thou hast provided ?

21 So s he that layeth up
treasure for himself, and is not
rich toward God.

22 T And-he said unto his djs-
ciples, Therefore T say unto you,
Take no thought for your life,
what ye shall eat; neither for
the body, what ye shall put on.

23 The life is more than meat,
and the body is more than rai-
ment,

24 Considertheravens: for they
ueither sow nor reap: which nei-
ther have store-house, nor barn .

7 And shall not God avenge his
own elect, which cry day and
night unto him, though he bear
long with them !

8 I tell you that he will avenge
them speedily. Nevertheless
when the Son of man cometh,
shall he find fuith on the earth?
9 And he spake this parable un-
to certain which trusted in them-
selves that they were Tighteous,

and despised others :

10 Two men went up into the
temple to pray ;. the one a Phar-
isee, and the other a publican.

11 The Pharisee stood and pray-
ed thus with himself, God, I
thank thee, that T am not as other
men gre, extortioners, unjust,
adultergrs, or even as this publi-
can.

12 1 fast twice in the week, I
give tithes of all that T possess,
13 And the publican, standine
afar off; would not lift up so much
as his eyes unto heaven, but
smote upon his breast, saying,
God be merciful to me a sin.
ner.

14 T tell yon, this man went
down to his house Justified rather
than- the other: for every one
that exalteth himself" shall he
abased; and he that humbleth
himself shall be exalted.

15 And they brought unto him
also infants, that he would tonch
them: but when his diseiples
saw if, they rebuked them,

16 But Jesus called them unto
him, and said, Suffer lLittle chil-
dren to come unto me, and forbid
them not: for of such is the

God, nor regard man,

kingdom of God..
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17 Verily Isay untoyou, W h‘n«
soever shall not receive tne
kinagdom of God as a little child,
shall in no wise enter therein.

18 And a certain ruler asked
him, saymg, Good Master, "E’halt
shall T do to inherit eternal life t

19 And Jesus said unto him,
‘Why callest thou me good ! none
is good, save one, that is God.

20 Thou knowest the com-
mandments, Do not commit adul-
tery, Do not kill, Do not steal,
Do not bear false witness, Hon-
our thy father and thy mother.

91 And he said, All these have
I kept from my youth up.

22 Now: when Jesus heard
these things, he said- unto him,
Yet lackest thou one thing : sell
all that thou hast, and distribute
unto the poor, and thon shal
have treasure in heaven: and
come, follow me. 3

23 And when he heard this, he
was very sorrowful : for he was
very rich.

24 And when Jesus saw that he
was very sorrowful, he said, How
hardly shall they that have riches
enter into the kingdom of God!

12 He said therefore, A certain
nobleman went into a far country
toreceive for himself a kingdom,
and to return.

13 And he called his ten ser-
vants, and delivered them ten
pounds, and said unte them, Oc-
cupy till I come.

14 But his citizens hated him,
and sent a message after him,
saying, We will not have this
man to reign OVer us.

15 And 1t came to pass, that
when he was returned, having re-
ceived the kingdom, then he
commanded these servants to be
called unto him; to whom he had
given the money, that he might
know how much every man had
gained by trading.
