AND Jesus entered and passed

through Jericho. .

2 And behold, fhere was a man
named Zaecheus, which was the
chief. among the publicans, and
he was rich.

3 And he'sought to see Jesus
who he was ;- and could net for
the press; because he was little
of stature.

4 And he ran before, and climb-
ed up.into a sycamore-tree to
see him ; for he was'to pass that
way. 2
-5 And when Jesus came to the

lace; he looked up,” and saw

1m, and sald unto him, Zacche-
us, make haste, and come down:
for to-day I must abide at thy
house.

6 And he made haste, and
came down, and received him
joyfully.

7 And when they saw i, they
all murmured, saying, That he
was gone to be guest with a man
that is a sinner. ;

8 And Zacchens stood, and
said unto the Lord; Behold,
Lord, the half of my goods I
give to the poor; and if T have
taken any thirg from any man
by false accusation, I restore him
Zour-fold.

9 And Jesus said unto him,
This day is salvation come to
this house, forasmuch as he zalso
i a son of -Abraham.

10 For the Sonof man is come

Parable of the talents,

to.seek and to save that whick
was lost.

11 And as they heard these
things, he added and spake a
parable, beeause he was nigh to.
Jerusalem,. and® because they
thought that the kingdom of
God should immédiately appear.

12 He said therefore, A certain
nobleman went into a far country
toreceive for himself a kingdom,
and to return.

13 And he called his ten ser-
vants, and delivered them ten
pounds, and said unte them, Oc-
cupy till I come.

14 But his citizens hated him,
and sent a message after him,
saying, We will not have this
man to reign OVer us.

15 And 1t came to pass, that
when he was returned, having re-
ceived the kingdom, then he
commanded these servants to be
called unto him; to whom he had
given the money, that he might
know how much every man had
gained by trading.

16 Then came the first, saying,
Lord, thy pound hath gained ten
pounds. f

17 And he said untohim, Well,
thou good servant : because thou
hast been faithful in a very little,
have thou authority over ten
citigs.

18" And the second came; say -
ing, Lord, thy pound hath gained
five pounds.

18 And he said likewise to him,
Be thou also over five cities.

20 And another came, saying,
Lord, behold, fiere s thy pound,
which I have kept laid up.in a
napkin :

21 For I feared thee, because
thou art an austere man : thou
takest up that- thou layedst not
down, and reapest that thou didst
not sow.
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22 And he saith unto him, Out
of thine own mouth will I judge
thee, thou wicked servant. Thou
knewest that I was an austere
man, taking up that I laid not
down, and reaping that I did not
8OW |

23 Wherefore then gavest not
thon my money into the bank,
that at my commg I might have
required mine own with usury !

24 And he said unto them that
stood by, Take from him the
pound, and give 1 to him that
hath ten pounds.

25 (And they said unto him,
Lord, he hath ten pounds.)

26 For I say unto you,That
unto every one which hath, shall
be given; and from him that hath
not, even that he hath shall be
taken away from him.

27 But those mine enemies,
which would not that I should
reign over them, bring hither, and
slay them before me.

28 T And when he had thus
spoken, he went before, ascend-
ing up to Jerusalem

29 And it came to pass, when
he was come nigh to Bethphage
and Bethany, at the mount called
the mount of Olives, he sent two
of his disciples,

30 Saying, Go ye into the vil-
lage over against you; in the
which at your entering ye shall
find a colt tied, whereon yet never
man sat: loose him, and bring
Yim hather.

31 And if any man ask you,
Why do ye loose %im ? thus shall

e say unto him, Because the
£ord hath need of him.

32 And they that were sent
went their way, and found even
as he had said unto them.

33 And as they were loosing
the colt, the owners thereof said
unto them, Why loose ye the colt 1

into Jerusalem.

34 And they said, The Lord
hath need of him.

35 And they brought him to Je-
sus : and they cast their garments
wpon the colt, and they set Jesus
thereon.

36 And as he went, they spread
their clothes in the way.

37 And when he was come
nigh, even now at the descent of
the mount of Olives, the whole
multitude of the disciples began
to rejoice and praise God with a
loud voice, for all the mighty
works that they had seen;

38 Saying, Blessed be the King
that cometh in the name’ of the
Lord : Peace inheaven, and glo-
ry in the highest.

39 And some of the Pharisees
from among the multitude said
unto him, Master, rebuke thy dis-
ciples.

40 And he answered and said
unto them, I tell you, that if these

should hold their peace, the stones
would immediately cry out.

41 9 And when he was come
near, he beheld the city, and
wept over it,

42 Saying, If thou hadst known,
even thou, at least in this thy day,
the things which belong unto thy
peace! but now they are hid
from thine eyes.

43 For the days shall come up-
on thee, that thine enemies shal.
cast a trench about thee, and
compass thee round, and keep
thee in on every side,

44 And shall lay thee even with
the ground, and thy children with-
inthee : and they shall not leave
in thee one stone upon another:
because thou knewest not the
time of thy visitation.

45 And he went into the temple,
and began to cast out them that
sold therein,and them that bought,

46 Saying unto them, It is
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Parable of the

written, My house is the house
of prayer, but ye have madeit a
den of thieves.

47 And he taught daily in the
temple. But the chief priests,
and the scribes, and the chief of
the people sought to destroy him,

48 And could not find what they

might do: for all the people were :

very attentive to hear him.
CHAP. XX.

1 Christ avoucheth his authority by a
question of Jokn's baptism. 9 the
parable of the vineyard. 19 Of giv-
ing iribute to Cesar. 27 Heconvin-
ceth the Sadducees that denied the
resurrection. 41 How Christis the
Son of David. 45 He warneth his
disciples to beware of the seribes.

ND it came to pass, that on
one of those days, as he
taught the people in the temple,
and preached the gospel, the
chief priests and the scribes came
upon h#m, with the elders,

%2 And spake unto him, say-
g, Tell us, by what authority
doest thou these things? or who
is }‘:e that gave thee this authori-
ty?

3 And he answered and said
unto them, I will also. ask you
one thing; and answer me :

4 The baptism of John, was it
from heaven, or of men? :
5 And they reasoned with them-
selves, saying, If we shall say,
From heaven ; he will say, Why
then believed ye him not?

6 But and if we say, Of men ;
all the people will stone us: for
they be persuaded that John was
a prophet.

7 And they answered, that they
could not tell whence 2t was.

8 And Jesus said unto them,
Neither tell I you by what au-
thority I do these things.

9 Then began he to speak to
the people this parable: A cer-
taim man plented a vineyard, and
let it forth to husbandmen, and

wicked husbandmen,
went into a far country for a long
time.

10 And at the season he sent a
servant to the husbandmen, that
they should give him of the fruit
of the vineyard: but the hus-
bandmen beat him, and sent him
away empty.

11 And again he sent another
servant: and they beat him also,
and entreated him shamefully,
and sent him away empty.

12 And again he sent a third:
and they wounded him also, and
cast him out.

13 Then said the lord of the
vineyard, What shall T do? 1
will send my beloved son : it may
be they will reverence him when
they see him.

14 But when the husbandmen
saw him, they reasoned among
themselves, saying, This is the
heir: come, let us kill him, that
the inheritance may be ours.

15 So they cast him out of the
vineyard, and killed him. What
therefore shall the lord of the
vineyard do unto them?

16 He shall come and destroy
these husbandmen, and shall give
the vineyard to others. And
when they heard #, they said,
God forbid.

17 And he beheld them, and
said, What is this then that is
written, The stone which the
builders rejected, the same is be-
come the head of the corner?

18 Whosoever shall fall upon
that stone, shall be broken: but
on whomsoever it shall fall, it
will grind him to powder.

19 9 And the chief priests and
the scribes the same hour sought
to lay hands on him; and they
feared the people: for they per-
ceived that he had spoken this
parable against them.

20 And they watched kim, and
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sent forth spies, which should
feign themselves just men, that
they might take hold of his
words, that so they might deliver
him unto the power and anthoriry
of the govemor. :

21 And they asked him,saying,
Master, we know that thou say-
est and teachest rightly, nei-
ther acceptest thou the person of
any, but teachest the way of God
traly : ;

22 Is it lawful for us to give
tribute unto Cesar, or no?

23 But he perceived their craf-
tiness, and said unto them, Why
tempt ye me !

24 Shew me a penny. Whose
image and superscription hath it
They answered and said, Cesar’s.

25 And he said unto them,
Render therefore unto Cesar the
things which be Cesar’s, and un-
to God. the things which be
God’s.

26 And they could not take
hold of his words before the peo-
ple: and they marvelled at his
answer, and held their peace:

27 9 Then came to hum certain
of the Sadducees (which deny
that there is any resurrection)
and they asked him,

28 Saying, Master, Moses wrote
unto us, If any man’s brother die,
having a wife, and he die without
children, that his brother should
take his wife, and raise up seed
unto his brother.

29 There were therefore seven
brethren: and the first took a
wife, and died without children.

30 And the second took her to
wife, and he died childless.

31 And the third took her ; and
in like manner the seven also:
and they left no children, and
died.

32 Last of all the woman died
also.

CHAP. XX.

confuted,

33 Therefore in the resurrec
tion, whose wife of them is she %
for seven had her to wife.

34 And Jesus answering, said
unto them, The children of this
world marry, and are given in
marriage :

35 But they which shall be ac-

counted worthy to obtain that
world, and the resurrection from
the dead, neither marry, nor are
given in marriage :
.36 Neither can they die any
more : for they are-equal unto
the angels ; and are the children
of God, being the children of the
resurrection.

37 Now that the dead are rais-
ed, even Moses shewed at the
bush, when he calleth the Lord
the God of Abraham, and the
God of Isaac, and the God of
Jacob.

38 For he is not a God of the
dead, but of the living: for all
live unto him.

39 9 Then certain of the scribes
answering, said, Master, thon
hast well said.

40 And after that, they durst
not ask him any question at
all.

41 And he said unto them,
How say they that Christ is Da-
vid's son?

42 And David himself saith in
the book of Psalms, The Lorp -
said unto my Eord, Sit thou on
thy right hand,

43 Till I make thine enemies
thy footstool.

44 David therefore calleth him
Lord, how is he-then his son?

45 9 Then in the andience of
all the people, he said unto hus
disciples,

46 Beware of the seribes, which
desire to walk in long robes, and
love greetings in the markets,
and the highest seats in the syn-

agogues, and the chief rooms at
feasts ;

47 Which devour widows’ hou-
ses, and for a shew make long
-prayers : the same shall receive
greater damnation.

CHAP. XXIL
1 Christ conumendeth the poor widow.

5 He foretelleth the destruction of

the temple, and of the cily Jerusa-

lem : 25 the signs also which shall
be before. the last day. M Heex-
horteth them to be watchful,

ND he looked up and saw the
rich men casting their gifts
nto the treasury.

2 And he saw also a certain
poor “widow, casting in thither
two mites.

3 And he said, Of a truth I say
unto you, that this poor widow
hath cast in more than they all.

4 For all these have of their
abundance cast in unto the offer-
ings of God : -but she of her pen-
ury hath cast in all the living
that she had.

5 9 And as some spake of the
temple, how it was adorned with
goodly stones, and gifts, he said,
6 As for these things which
ye behold, the days will come, in
the which there shall not be left
one: stene upon another, that
shall net be thrown down.

7 And they asked him, saying,
Master, but when shall these
things be! and what sign will
there be when these things shall
come to pass!

8 And he said, Take heed that
ve be not deceived: for many
shall come'in my name, saying, I
am Christ; and the time draw-
eth near: go ye not therefore af-
ter them.

9 But when ye shall hear of
wars, and commotions, be not
terrified : for these things must
first come to pass; but the end
15 not by and by.

midst of it depart out; and let
not them that are in the countries
enter thereinto.

22 For these be the days of
vengeance, that all things which
are written may be fulfilled.

23 But wo unto them that are
with child, and to them that give

suck in ‘those days! for there
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shall be great distress in the
land, and wrath upon this people.

24 And they shall fall by the
edge of the sword, and shall be
led away captive into all ma-
tions:* and Jerusalem shall be
trodden down of the Gentiles,
until the times of the Gentiles
be fulfilled.

25 9 And there shall be signs
in the'sun, and in the moon, and
in the stars; and upan the earth
distress of nations, with perplex-
ity ; the sea and the waves roar-
mg;

26 Men’s hearts failing them for
fear, and for looking after those
things which are ceming on the
earth : for the powers of heaven
shall be shaken.

27 And then shall they see the
Son of man coming in a cloud,
with power and great glory.

28 And when these things be-

gin to come to pass, then look’

up, and lift up your heads: for
your redemption draweth nigh.

29 And he spake to them a
parable ; Behold the fig-tree, and
all the trees;

30 When they now shoot forth,
ye see and know of your ewn
selves that summer is now nigh
at hand.

31 So likewise ye, when ye see
these things come to pass, know
ye that the kingdom of God is
nigh at hand. ok

32 Verily I say unto you, This
generation shall not pass away,
till all be fulfilled.

33 Heaven and earth shall pass
away : but my words shall not
pass away.

34 9 And take heed to your-
selves, lest at any time your
hearts be overcharged with sur-
feiting end drunkenness, and
cares of this life, and so that'day
£ome upon you unawares.

CHAP. XXII

Watch and pray.

35 For as a snare shall it come
on all them that dwell on the face
of the whole earth.

36 Watch ye therefore, and

pray always, that ye may be ac-

counted worthy to escape all
these things that shall come to
pass, and to stand before the

Son of man.

37 And in the day-time he was
teaching in the temple; and at
night he went out, and abode in
the mount that is called Jhe -
mount of Olives.

9 And they said unto him,

hold, when ye are entered into
the city, there shall 2 man meet
you, bearing a pitcher of water;
follow him into the house where
he entereth in.

11 And ye shall say unto the
good man of the house, The Mas-
ter saith unto thee, Where is the
guest-chamber, where I shall eat
the passover with my disciples ?
12 And he shall shew you a

13 And they went and found as
he had said unto them : and they
made ready the passover.

14 And when the hour was
come, he sat down, and the
twelve apostles with him.

16 For I say unto you, I will
not any more eat thereof, until it
be fulfilled in the kingdom' of
God. %

17 And he took the cup, and
gave thanks, and said, Take this,
and divide 2 among yourselves.

18 For I say unto you, I will
not.drmk of the fruit of the vine,
until the kingdom of God shall
come.

19 9 And he took bread,and gave
thanks, and breke %, and gave
unto them, saying, This is my
body which is given for you:
this do in remembrance of me.

ND the whole multitude of
* them arose, and led him un-
to Pilate.

2 And they began to accuse
him, saying, We found this fel-
low perverting the nation, and
forbidding to give tribute to Ce-
sar, saying, that he himself is
Christ, a King.

3 And Pilate asked him, say-
ing, Art thou the King of the
Jews? And he answered him and
said, Thou sayest it

4 Then said Pilate to the chief
priests, and #o the people, 1 find
no fault in this man.

5 And they were the more
fierce, saying, He stirreth up the
people, teaching throughout all
Jewry, beginning from Galilee to
this place.

6 When Pilate heard of Gali-
lee, he asked whether the man
were a Galilean.

7 And assoon as he knew that
he belonged unto Herod’s juris-
diction, he sent him to Herod,
who himself was also at Jerusa-
lem at that time.

10 And the chief priests and
scribes stood and vehemently ac-
cuséd him.

11 And Herod with his men of
war set him at nought, and mock-
ed him, and arrayed him in a gor-
geous robe, and sent him again
to Pilate.

12 T And the same day Pilate
and Herod were made friends to-
gether ; for before they were at
enmity between themselves.

13 € And Pilate, when he had
called together the chief priests,
and the rulers, and the people,

14 Said unto them; Ye have
brought this man unto me, as
one that perverteth the people :
and behold, I, having examined
him before you, have found no
fault in this man, touching those
things whereof ye accuse him ;

15 No, nor yet Herad: for I
sent you to him ; and lo, nothing
worthy of death is done unto him :

16 T will therefore chastise him,
and release hinm.

17 (For of necessity he must
release one unto them at the
feast.)

18 And they cried: out all at
once, saying, Away with this
man, and release unto us Barab-
bas:

19 (Who, for a certain sedi-
tion made in the city, and for
murder, was cast into prison.)

20 Pilate therefore, willing to
release Jesus, spake again to
them.

21 But they cried, saying, Cru-
cify. him, crucify him.

22 And he said unto them the
third time, Why, what evil hath
be done ? [ have found no cause
of death in him; I will therefore
chastise him and let him go.

23 And they were instant with
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loud voices, requiring that he
might ‘be erucified ; and the
voices of them, and of the chief
priests prevailed.

24 And Pilate gave sentence
that it should be as they re«
quired.

25 And he released unto them
him that for sedition and murder
was cast into prison, whom they
had desired; but ‘he delivered
Jesus to their will.

26 And as they led him away,
they laid hold upon ong Simon a
Cyrenian, coming out ‘of the
country, and on him they laid
the cross, that he might bear
after Jesus:

27 9 And there followed him a
great company of pe:)ple,_ and. of
women, which also bewailed and
lamented him.

28 But Jesusturning unto them,
said, Daughters of Jerusalem,
weep not for me, but weep for
yourselves, and for vourchildren,

29 For behold, the days are
coming, in the which they shall
say, Blessed are the barren, and
the wombs that never bare, and
the paps which never gave suck.

30 Then shall they begin to say
to the mountains, Fall on us;
and to the hills, Cover us

31 For if they do these things
in a green tree, what shall be
done in the dry? :

32 And there were also two
others, malefactors, led with him
to be put to death.

33 And when they were come
to the place which is called Cal-
vary, there they crucified him, and
the malefactors ; one on the right
hand, and the other on the left.

34 9 Then said Jesus, Fatler,
forgive them : for they know not
what they do.  And they parted
his raiment, and east lots. ;

35 And the pe;plc stood be-
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Christ’s crucifizion,
holdine. And the rulers also
with them derided hm, saying,
He saved others; let him save
himself, if he be Christ, the cho-
sen of God.

36 And the soldiers also mocked
him, coming to him, and offering
him vinegar,

37 And saying, If thou be the
King of the Jews, save thyself.

38 And a superseription  also
was written over him, in letters
of Greek, and Latin, and He-
brew, THIS IS THE KING
OF THE JEWS.

39 9 And one of the malefactors,
which were hanged, railed on
him; saying, If thou be Christ,
save thyself and us.

40 But the other answering,
rebuked him, saying, Dost not
thon fear God, seeing thou art in
the same condemnation?

41 And we indeed justly; for
we receive the due reward of our
deeds: but this man hath done
nothing amiss.

42 And he said unto Jesus,
Lord, remember me when thou
comest into thy kingdom.

43 And Jesus said unto him,
Veérily Isay unto thee,' To-day
shalt thou be with me in para-
dise.

44 Andit was about the sixth
hour, and there was a darkness
over all the earth until the ninth
hour.

45 And the sun was darkened,
and the vail of the temple was
rent in the midst.

46 9 And when Jesus had cried
with a loud voice, he said, Fa-
ther, into thy hands I-commend
my spirit : and having said thus,
he gave up the ghost.

47 Now when the centurion
saw what was done, he glorified
God, saying, Certainly this was
a righteous man.

death, and burial.

48 And all the people that came
together-to that sight, beholding
the things which were done,’
smote their breasts® and re-
turned.

49 And all his acquaintance,
and the women that followed him
from Galilee, stood afar off, be-
holding these things.

50 9 And behold, there was. a
men named Joseph, a counsellor :
and he was a good man, and a
just :

51 (The same had not consent-
ed to the counsel and deed of
them :) ke was of Arimathea, a
cityof the Jews; who also him-
self waited for the kingdom of
God.

52 This man went unto Pilate,
and begged the body of Jesus.

53 And he took it down, and
wrapped it in linen, and laid it in
a sepulchre that was hewn in
stone, wherein never man before
was laid.

54 And that day was the prep-
aration, and the sabbath drew on.

55 And the women also, which
came with him from Galilee, fol-
lowed after, and beheld the sep-
ulchre, and how his body was
laid.

56 And they returned, and pre-
pared spices and ointments ; and
rested the sabbath-day, according
to the commandment.

CHAP. XXIV.

1 Christ’s resurrection isdeclared by
two angels to the women that come
to the sepulchre. 9 These report
it toothers. 13 Christ himself ap-
peareth to the two disciples that
wend to Emmaus; 36 afterward
he appeareth to the aposiles, and
reproveth their unbelief: 41 giveth
them a charge: 49 promiseth the
Holy Ghost: 51 and so ascendelh
into heaven.

NO\V upon the first day of

the week, very early in the

niorning, they came unto the
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sepulchre, bringing the spices
which they had prepared, and
certain others with them.

2 And they found the stone
rolled away from the sepulchre.

3 And they entered ‘in, and
found not the body of the Lord
Jesus.

4 And it came to pass, as they
were much perplexed thereabout;
behold, two men stood by them
in shining garments.

5 And as they were afraid, and
bowed down their faces to the
earth, they said unte them, Why
seek ye the living among the
dead !

6 He is not here, but is risen.
Remember how he spake unto
you when he was yet in Galilee,

7 Saying, The Son of man
must be delivered into the hands
of sinful men, and be crucified,
and the third day rise again.

8 And they remembered his
words,

9 And returned from the sepul-
chre, and told all these things
unto the eleven, and to all the
rest.

10 It was Mary Magdalene, and
Joanna, and Mary the mother of
James, and other women that were
with them, which told these
things unto the apostles.

11 And their words seemed to
them as idle tales, and they be-
lieved them not.

12 Then arose Peter, and ran
unto the sepulchre, and stooping
down, he beheld the linen clothes
laid by themselves, and depart-
ed, wondering in himself at that
which was come to pass.

13 9 And behold, two of them
went that same .day to a village
called Emmaus, which was from
Jerusalem about three scoré fur-
longs.

14 And they talked together of

XXIV. and appearance.

all these things which had hap-
pened.

15 And it came to pass, that,
while they communed together,
and reasoned, Jesus himself drew
near, and went with them.

16 But their eyes were holden,
that they should not know him.

17 And he said unto them,
‘What manner of communica-
tions gre these that ye have one
to another, as ye walk, and are
sad !

18 And the one of them,whose
name was Cleopas, answering,
said unto him, Art thou only a
stranger in Jerusalem,.and hast
not known the things which are
come to pass there in these
days? ‘

19 And he said unto them,
What things? And they said
unto him, Concerning Jesus of
Nazareth, which was a prophet
mighty in deed and word before
God, and all the people :

20 And how the chief priests
and our rulers delivered him to
be condemned to death, and have
crucified him.

21 But we trusted that it had
been he which should have re-
deemed Israel: and besides all
this, to-day is the third day since
these things were done,

22 Yea, and certain women als
so of our company made us as-
tonished, which were early at the
sepulchre.

23 And when they found not
his body, they came, saying, that
they had also seen a vision of an-
gels, which said that he was
alive. ’

24 And certain of them which
were with us, went to the sepul-
chre, and found it even so as the
women had said: but him they
saw not.

25 Then he said unto them, O
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Christ talketh

fools, and slow of heart to be-
lieve all that the prophets have
spoken ! :

26 Qught not Christ to have
suffered these things, and to en-
ter into his glory !

97 And beginning at Moses,
and all the prophets, he expound-
ed unto them in all the scriptures
the things concerning himself.

28 And they drew nigh unto
the village whither they went:
and he made as though he would
have gone further.

29 But they constrained him,
saying, Abide with us: for it Is
toward evening, and the day is
far spent. Aund he went in to
tarry_with them.

30 And it came to pass, as he
sat at meat with them, he took
bread, and blessed i¢, and brake,
and gave to them.

31-And their eyes were open-
ed, and they knew him: and he
vanished out of their sight.

32 And they said one to anoth-
er, Did not our heart burn within
us while he talked with us by the
way, and while he operied to us
the scriptures?

33 And they rose up the same
hour, and returned to Jerusalem,
and found the eleven gathered to-
gether, and them that were with
them,

34 Saying, The Lord is risen in-
deed, and hath appeared to Simon.

35 And they told what things
were dome in the way, and how
he was known of them in break-
ing of bread.

36 T And as they thus spake,
Jesus himself stood in the midst
of them, and saith unto them,
Peace be unto you.

37 But they were terrified and
affrighted, and supposed that they
had seen a spirit. -

38 And he saidunto them, Why

with kis disciples.

are ye froubled! and why de
thoughts arise in your hearts !

39 Behold my hands and my
feet, that it is I myself: handle
me, and see ; for a spirit hath not
flesh and banes, as yesee me have.

40 And when he had thus spo-
ken, he shewed them Ais hands
and his feet.

41 And while they yet believed
not for joy, and wondered, he
said unto them, Have ye here
any meat !

42 And they gavehim a piece of
a broiled fish, and of an honey-
comb.

43 And he took i, and did eat
before them.

44 And he said unto them,
These are the words which I
spake unto you, while I was yet
with you, that all things must be
fulfilled which were written in
the law of Moses, and in the
prophets, and in the psalms, con-
cerning me.

45 Then opened he their un-
derstanding, that they might un-
derstand the seriptures,

46 And said unto them, Thus it
is written, and thus it behooved
Christ to suffer, and to rise from
the dead the third day :

47 And that repentance and re-
mission of sins should be preach-
ed in his name among all nations,
beginning at Jerusalem.

48 And ye are witnesses of these
things.

49 ¢ And behold, I send the
promise of my Father upon you :
but tarry ye in the city of Jeru-
salem, until ye be endued with
power from on high.

50 9 And he led them out as
far as to Bethany : and he lifted
up his hands, and blessed them.

51 And it came to pass, whilehe
blessed them, he was parted from
them, and carried up into heavens
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52 And they worshipped him,
and returned to Jerusalem with
great joy :

1 The divinity, humanity, and_office
of Jesus Christ. 15 The testimony

g John. 39 The calling of An-

IN' the beginning was the Word,
and the Word was with God,
and the Word was God.

2 The same was in the begin-
ning with God.

3 All things were made by him ;
and without him was not any
thing made that was made.

4 In him was life; and the
life was the light of men.

5 And the light shineth in dark-
ness ; and the darkness compre-
hended it not.

6 9 There was a man sent from
God, whose name was John.

7 The same came for a witness,
to bear witness of the Light, that
all men throngh him might be-
lieve.

8 He was not that Light, but
was sent to bear witness of that
Light. :

9 That was the true Light,
which lighteth every man that
cometh into the world.

10 He was in the world, and
the world was made by him, and
the world knew him not.

11 He came unto his own; and
his own received him not.

12 But as many as received
him, to them gave he power to
become the sons of God, even to
them that believe on his name :

13 Which were born, not of
blood, nor of the will of the flesh,
nor of the will of man, but of
God

14 And thee Word was made

flesh, and dwelt among. us, (and
we beheld his glory, the glory as
of the only begotten of the Fa-
ther,) full of grace and truth.

15 9 John bare witness of him,
and cried, saying, This was he
of whom I spake, He that cometh
after me, is preferred before me;
for he was before me.

16 And of his fulness have all
we received, and grace for grace.

17 For the law was given by
Moses, but grace and truth came
by Jesus Christ.

18 No man hath seen God at
any time ; the only begotten Son,
which is in the bosom of the Fa-
ther; he hath declared kim.

19 9 And this is the record of
John, when the Jews sent priests
and Levites from Jerusalem, to
ask him, Who art thou?

20 And he confessed, and deni-
ed not ; but confessed, I am not
the Christ.

21 And they asked him, What
then? Art thot Elias? And he
saith, I am not. Art thou that
prophet ¥ And he auswered, No.

22 Then said they unto him,
Who art thou? that we may
give an answer to them that sent
us. What sayest thou of thy-
self? :

23 He said, I am the voice of
one crying in the wilderness,
Make straicht the way of the
Lord, as said the prophet Esaias.

24 And they which were sent
were of the Pharisees.

25 And they asked him, and
said unto him, Why baptizest
thou then, if thou be not that
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
