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Lazarus raised from

that she rose up hastily, and went
out, followed her, saying, She
goeth unto the grave to weep
there.

32 Then when Mary was come
where Jesus was, and saw him,
she fell down at his feet, saying
unto him, Lord, if thou hadst been
here, my brother had not died.

33 When Jesus therefore saw
her weeping, and the Jews also
weeping which came with her, he
groaned in the spirit, and was
troubled,

34 And said, Where have ye
laid him?! They say unto him,
Lord; come and see.

35 Jesus wept.

36 Then said the Jews, Behold
how he loved him!

37 And some of them. said,
Could not this man, which open-
ed the eyes of the blind, have
caused that even this man should
not have died !

38 Jesus therefore again groan-
ing inhimself,cometh to the grave.
It was a cave, and a stone lay up-
on it.

39 Jesus said, Take ye away
the stone. Martha, the sister of
him that was dead, saith unto
him, Lord, by this time he stink-
eth : for he hath been dead four
days.

40 Jesus saith unto her, Said
I not unto thee, that if thou
wouldest believe, thou shouldest
see the glory of God?

4] Then they took away the
stone from the place where the
dead was laid. And Jesus lifted

up his eyes, and said, Father, I

thanlk thee that thou hast heard
me :

42 And I'knew that thou hear-
est me always: but because of
the people whieh stand by, T said
it, that they may believe that
thou hast sent me.

43 And when he thus had spo-
ken, he cried with a loud voice,
Lazarus, come forth.

44 And he that was dead came
forth, bound hand and foot with
grave-clothes: and his face was
bound abont. with a napkin. Je-
sus saith unto them, Loose him,
and-let him go.

45 Then many of the Jews
which came to Mary, and had
seen the things which Jesus did,
believed on him.

46 But some of them went their
ways to the Pharisees, and told
them what things Jesus had done.

47 9 Then gathered the chief
priests and the Pharisees a coun-
cil, and said, What do we? for
this man doeth many miracles.

48 If we let him thus alone, all
men will believe on him: and
the Romans shall come, and take
away both our place and nation.

49 And one of them, named Cai-
aphas, being the high priest that
same year, said unto them, Ye
know nothing at all,

50 Nor consider that it is expe-
dient for us, that one man should
die for the people, and that the
whole nation perish not.

51 And this spake he not of
himself: but being high priest
that year, he prophesied that Je-
sus should die for that nation;

52 And not for that nation only,
but that also he should gather
together in one the children of
God that were scattered abroad.

53 Then from that day forth
they took counsel together for to
put him to death.

54 Jesus therefore walked no
more openly among the Jews;
but went thence unto a country
near to the wilderness, into a city
called Ephraim, )and there con-
tinued with his disciples.

55 9 And the Jews’ passover
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HMary anointeth

was nigh at hand: and many
went out of the country up to Je-
rusalem before the passover, to
purify themselves.

56 Then sought they for Jesus,
and spake among themselves, as
they stood in the temple, What
think ye, that he will not come
to the feast !

57 Now both the chief priests
and the Pharisees had given a
commandment, that, if any man
knew where he were, he should
shew 7f, that they might take
him,

CHAP. XIL

1 Jesus excuseth Mary ancinting his
Jeet. 9 The people flock to see Luz-
arus. 10 The high priesis consult
to kill him. 12 Christ rideth into
Jerusalem. 20 Greeks desire'to see
Jesus. 23 He foretelleth his death.
37 The Jews are generally blinded :
42 yet many chief rulers believe,
but do not confess him : 44 therefore
Jesus calleth earnestly for confes-
siom of faith.

THEN Jesus, six days before

the passover, came to Betha-
ny, where Lazarus was which had
been dead, whom-he raised from
the dead.

2 There they made him a sup-
E‘,r : and Martha served: but

azarus was one of them that sat
at the table with him.

3 Then took Mary a pound of
ointment of spikenard, very cost-
ly, and anointed the feet of Jesus,
and wiped his feet with her hair :
and the house was filled with the
odour of the ointment.

4 Then saith one of his disei-
ples, Judas Iscariot, Simon's son,
which should betray him,

5 Why was not this ointment
sold for three hundred pence, and
given to the poor ? :

6 This he said, not that he cared
for the poor; but because he was
a thief, and had the bag, and bare
what was put therein.

CHAP. XIL

Christ's feet.
7 Then said Jesus, Let her

alone: against the day of my

burying hath she kept this.

8 Tor the poor always ye have
with you ; but me ye have not
always.

9 Much people of the Jews
therefore knew that he was there :
and they came, not for Jesus’
sake only, but that they might
see Lazarus also, whom he had
raised from‘the dead.

10 9§ Bat the chief priests eon-
sulted that they might put Laza-
rus also to death;

11 Because that by reason of
him many of the Jews went away,
and believed on Jesus.

12 4 On the next day, much
people. that were come to the
feast, when they heard that Je-
sus was coming to Jerusalem,

13 Took branches of -palm-
trees, and went forth to meet
him, and cried, Hosanna ; Blessed
is the King of Israel that cometh
in the name of the Lord.

14 And Jesus, when he had
found a young ass, sat thereon ;
as it is written,

15- Fear not, daughter of Sion:
behold, thy King cometh, sitting
on an ass’s colt.

16 These things understood
not his disciples at the first: but
when Jesus was glorified, then
remembered theythat these things
were written of him, and that
they had done these things unto
him.

17 The people therefore that
was with him when he called
Lazarus out of his grave, and
raised him from the dead, bare
record.

18 For this cause the people
also met him, for that they heard
that he had done this miracle.”

19 The -Pharisees therefore
said among themselves, Perceive




Christ urgeth faith
ye how ye prevail nothing ? be-
hold, the world is gone after
him.

20 9 And there were certain
Greeks among them, that came
up to worship at the feast.

21 The same came therefore o
Philip, which was of Bethsaida
of Galilee, and desired him, say-
ing, Sir, we would see Jesus.

22 Philip cometh and telleth
Andrew : and again, Andrew and
Philip tell Jesus.

23 ¢ And Jesus answered them,
saying, The hour -is come, that
the Son of man should be glori-
fied.

24 Verily, verily, T say tnto
you, Except a corn of wheat fall
mto the- ground and die, it ‘abi-
deth alone : but-if it die, it bring-
eth forth much fruit.

25 He that loveth his life shall
lose it; and he that hateth his
life in this world, shall keep it
unto life eternal.

26 If any man serve me, let
him follow me ; and where I am,
there shall also'my servant be:
if any man serve me, him will my
Father honour.

27 Now is my soul troubled;
and what shall I say? Father,
save me from this hovr: but for
this cause came I unto this hour.

28 Father, glorify thy name,
Then came there a voice from
heaven, saying, I have both glo-
rified 7, and will glorify it again.
29 The people therefore that
stood by, and heard if, said that
it thundered. . Others said, An
angel spake to him.

30 Jesus answered -and said,
This voice came not because of
me, but for your sakes.

31 Now is the judgment of this
world : now shall the prince of
this world be cast out.

32 And I, if I be ZGfted up from

in his divine mission,
the earth, will draw zll men unto
me.

33 (This he said, signifying
what death he should die.)

34 The people answered him,
We have heard out of the law
that Christ abideth forever: and
how sayest thou, The Son of
man must be lified up? Who is
this Son of man'

35 Then Jesus said unto them,
Yet a little while is the light
with you. Walk while ye have
.the light, lest darkness come up-
on you: for he that walketh m
darkness knoweth not whither he
goeth.

36 While ye have light, be-
lieve in the light, that ye may be
the children of light. ~These
things spake Jesus, and departed,
and did hide himself from them.

37 § But though he had done
so many miracles before them,
yet they believed not on him:

38 That the saying of Esaias
the prophet might be fulfilled,
which he spake, Lord, who hath
believed our report ? and to whom
hath the arm of the Lord been
revealed ?

39 Therefore they could not
believe, because that BEsaias said
again,

40 He hath blinded their eyes,
and hardened their heart ; that
they should not see with their
eyes, nor understand with their
heart, and" be converted, and I
should heal them.

41 These things said Esaias,
when he saw his glory, and spake
of him.

42 ¥ Nevertheless, among the
chief rulers also many believed
on him ; but because of the Phar-
isees they did not confess him,
lest they should be put out of the

synagogue :
43 For they loved the praise

of men more than the praise of
God.

44 § Jesus cried, and said, He
that believeth on me, believeth
not on me, but on him that sent
me:

45 And he that seeth me, seeth
him that sent me.

46 I am come a light into the
warld, that whosoever believeth
on me should not abide in dark-
ness.

47 And if any man hear my
words, and believe not, I judge
him not: for 1 came not to judge
the world, but to save the world.

48 He that rejecteth me, and
receiveth not my words, hath one
that judgeth him: the word that
I have spoken, the same shall
judge him in the last day.

49 For I have not spoken of
myself; but the Father which
sent me, he gave me a command-
ment, what I should say, ‘and
what I should speak.

50 And I know that his com-
mandment is life everlasting:
whatsoever 1 speak therefore,
even as the Father said unto me,
so I speak.

CHAP. XIIIL .

1 Jesus washeth the disciples’ feet:
ezhorteth them to humility and
charity. 18 He foretelleth, and
discovereth to John by a token, that
Judas should betray him: 31 com-

" mandeth them to love one another,
36 and forewarneth Peler of his
denial.

11 For he knew who should be-
tray him: therefore said he, Ye
are not all elean.

12 So . after he had washed
their feet, and had takén his gar
ments, and was set down again,
he said unto them, Know ye what
I have done to you'

13 Ye call me Master, and
Lord : ‘and ye say well; forso I
am.

14 If I then, your Lord and
Master, have washed your feet;
ye also ought to wash one anoth-
er’s feet.

15 For I have given you an
-example, that ye should do as I
have done to you. .

16 Verily, verily, I say unto
you, The servant is not greater

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Christ foretelleth who

than his lord ; neither he that is
sent greater than he that sent
him.

17 If ye know these things,
happy are ye if ye do them.

18 q I speak not of you all; I
know whom I have chosen; but
that the scripture may be fulfilled,
He that cateth bread with me,
hath lified up his heel against
me.

19 Now. I tell you before it
come, that when it is' come to
pass, ye may believe that [ am he.

20 Verily, verily, I say unto
you, He that receiveth whemso-
ever I send, receiveth me; and
he that receiveth me, receiveth
him that sent me.

21 When Jesus had thus said,
he was troubled in’ spirit, and
testified, and said, Verily, verily,
I say unto you, that one of you
shall betray me.

22 Then the disciples looked
one on another, doubting of whom
he spake.

23 Now there was leaning on
Jesus’ bosom, one of his disci-
plés, whom Jesus loved. -

24 Simon Peter therefore beck-
oned to him, that he should ask
who it should be of whom he'
spake.

25 He then, lying on Jesus’
breast, saith unto him, Lord, who
isit?

26 Jesus answered, He it is to
whom I shall give a sop, when I
have dipped #. And when he
had dipped the sop, he gave it to
Judas Iscariot, the son of Simon.

27 And after the sop Satan en-
tered into him.- Then said Jesus
unto him, That thou doest, do
quickly.

32 If God be glorified in him,
God shall also glorify him in him-
self, and shall straightway glori-
fy him.

33 Little children, yet a little
while I am with yon. Ye shall

34 A new commandment I give
unto you, that ye love one another;

35 By this shall all men know
that ye are my disciples, if ye
have love one to another.

36 9 Simen Peter said unto
him, Lord, whither goest thou?
Jesus answered him, Whither I
go, thou canst not follow me
now ; but thou shalt follow me
afterward.

37 Peter said unto him, Lord,
why camot I follow thee now?
I will lay down my life for thy
sake.

38 Jesus answered him, Wilk
thou lay down thy life for my
sake! Verily, verly, I say unto
thee, The cock shall not crow,
ull thou hast denied me thrice.

HESE words spake Jesus, and
lifted up his eyes to heaven,
and said, Father, the hour is
come; glorify thy Son, that thy

Son also may glorify thee :

2 As thon hast given him pow-
er over all flesh, that he should
give etemal life to as many as
thon hast given him.

8 And this is life eternal, that
they might know thee the only
true God, and Jesus Christ whom
thou hast sent.

4 I have glorified thee onthe
earth: I have finished the work
which thou gavest me to do.

5 And now, O Father, glorify
thou me with thine own self, with
the glory” which I had with thee
before the world was.

6 T have manifested thy name
unto the men which thou gavest
me sut of the world : thine they
were, and thou gavest them me ;
and they have kept thy word.

7 Now .they have known that
all things whatsoever thou hast
given me are of thee.

8 For I have given unto them
the words which thou gavest me;
and they have received them, and
have known surely that I came
out from thee, and they have be-
lieved that thou didst send me.

9 I pray for them: I pray.mot

for the world, but for them which

XVIL for his apostles.

thou hast givenme; for they are
thine.

10 And all mine are thine, and
thine are mine; and I am glori-
fied 1 them.

11 Andnow I am no more in
the world, but these are in the
world, and I come to thee. Holy
Father, keep through thine own
name those whom thou hast given
me, that they may be one, as we
are.

12 While I was with them in
the world, I kept them in thy
name : those that thou gavest me
I, have kept, and none of them is
lost, but thé son of perdition;
that the scripture might be ful-
filled. ;

13 And now come I to thee,
and these things I speak in the
world, that they might have my
joy fulfilled in themselves.

14 T have given them thy word ;
and the world hath hated them,
because they are not of the world,
even as I am not of the world.

15 I pray not that thou should-
est take them out of-the world,
but that thou shouldest keep
them from the evil.

16 They “are not of the world,
even as I am not of the world.

17 Sanctify them through thy
troth : thy word is truth. .

18 As thou hast sent me into
the world, even so have I also
sent them into the world.

19 And for their sakes I saneti-
fy myself, that they also might
be sanctified through the truth.

20 Neither pray I for these
alone ; but for them also which
shall believe on me-through their
word :

21 That they all may be one;
as thou, Father, art in me, and I
in thee, that they -also may be
one In us: that the world may
believe that thou hast sent me.
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22 And the glory which thou
gavest me, I have given them;_
that they may be one, even as we
are one ;

23 I in them) and thou in me,
that they may be made perfect in
one;  and that the world may
know that thou hast sent me, and
hast loved them as thou hast
loved me.

24 Fathier, T will that they also
whom thou hast given me be with
me where I am’; that they may
behold ‘my glory which thou hast
given me: for thou lovedst
me before the foundation of the
world, -

25 0 righteous Father, the
world hath not known thee : but
I have known thee, and these
have known that thou hast sent

me.
26 And: I have declared unto
them thy name, and will declare

it » that the love wherewith thou
hast loved me, may be in them,
and I in them.

A/HEN Jesus had spoken
these words; he went forth

with his disciples over the brook |

Cedron, where was a garden, in-
to the which he entered, and his
disciples.

2 And Judas also, which be-
trayed him, knew the place: for
Jesus oft-times resorted thither
with) his disciples.

3 Judas ‘theny having received
a band of men aud officers from
the chief priests and Pharisees,
cometh thither with lanterns, and

oy Judas.

4 Jesus therefore, knowing all
things that should come upon
him, went forth, and said unto
them, Whom seek ye !

5 They answered him, Jesus of
Nazareth. Jesus saith unto them,
Tam he. And Judasalso, which
betrayed him, stood with them.

6 As soon then as he had said
unto them, I am he, they went
backward, and fell to'the ground.

% Then asked he them again,
Whom seek ye! And they said,
Jesus of Nazareth.

8 Jesus answered, I have told
you that I am he. If therefore
'ye seek me, let these go their
way :

9 That the saying might be
fulfilled which he spake, Of them
which thou gavest me, have I
lost none.

10 Then Simon Peter, having
a sword, drew it, and smote the
high priest’s servant, and cut off
his right ear. The servant’s
name was Malchus.

11 Then said Jesusunto Peter,
Put up thy sword into the sheath:
the cap which my Father hath
given me, shall I not drink it ?

12 Then the band, and the cap

tain, and officers of the Jews
took Jesus, and bound him,
13 And led him.away to An-
nas first ; (for he was father-in
law to- Caiaphas, which was the
high priest that same year.)

14 Now - Caiaphas was he
which gave counsel to the Jews,
that it was expedient that one
man should die for the people:

15 9 And Simon Peter follow-
ed Jesus, and so did another dis-
ciple. That disciple was known
unto the high priest, and went in
with Jesus, into the palace of the
high priest.

16 But Peter stood at the doo1-

torches, and weapens,

without, Then went out that
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other disciple which was known
unto the high priest, and spake:
untb her that kept the door, and
brought in Peter.

17 ‘Then saith the damsel that
kept the door unto Peter, Art not
t}}nu also one of this man’s dis-
ciples? He saith, I am not.

18 And the servants and offi-
cers stood there, who had made

a fire of coals ; (for it wascold :)
and they ‘warmed themselves : |
and Peter stood with them, and |
warmed himself.

19 q The high priest then ask- |
ed Jesus of his disciples, and of |
his doctrine.

20 Jesus answered him, I spake
openly to the world; I ever
taught in the synagogue, and in
the temple, whither the Jews al-
ways resort; and in secret have
I said nothing.

21 Why askest thou meé? ask
them which heard me, what T
have said unto them: behold, |
they know what I said. i

22 And when he had thus spo-
ken, one of the’ officers which |
stood by, struck Jesus with the |
palm of his hand, saying; An- |
swerest thou the high priest
so!

23 Jesus answered him, If' I |
have spoken evil, bear witness of |
theevil : but if well, why smitest |
thou me ! ‘

24 (Now Anhas had sent him |
bound unto Caiaphas the high
priest.)

25 And Simon Peter stood and |
warmned himsell. They  'said
therefore unto him, Art not thou
also one of his diseiples? He de- |
nied #¢, and said, I am not. |

26 One of the servants of the
high priest (being hds kinsman |
whose ear Peter cut off) saith, |
Did not I see thee in the garden
with him 1

XVIIL by Peter,

%7.Peter then denied again-®
and immediately the cock crew.

28 9 Then led they Jesus from
. Caiaphas unto the hall of judg-
ment : and it was early; and
they themselves went notnto the
judgment-hall, lest they should

| be defiled ; but that they might

eat the passover.
29 Pilate then went out unto

| them, and said, What accusation

bring ye against this man 1

30" They answered and said unto
him, If he were not a malefactor,
we would not have delivered him
up unto thee.

31 Then said Pilate unto them,
Take ye him, and judge him ac-
cording to your law. The Jews
therefqre said nnto him, It is not
lawful. for us to put any man to
death :

32 That the saying of Jesus
might be fulfilled, which he spake,
signifying what death he should
die. : :

33 Then Pilate entered into the
judgment-hall again, and called
Jesus, and said unto him, Art
thou the King of the Jews?

34 Jesus answered him, Sayest
thou this thing of thyself, or did
others tell it thee of me?

35 Pilate answered, Am I a
Jew! Thine own nation, and the
chief priests, have delivered thee
untome. What hast thou done?®

36 Jesus answered, My king-
dom’ is not of this world : if my

| kingdom were of this world, then

would my servants fight, that I
should not be. delivered to the
Jews: but now is my kingdem
not from hence.

37 Pilate therefore said unto
him, Art thoua king then? Je-
sus answered, Thou sayest that I
am a king. To this end was I
born, and for this cause came [

| into the world, that T should bear
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witness unto the truth. Every
one that is-of "the: truth, heareth
my voice.

38 Pilate saith unto him, What
is truth? And when he had said
this, he went out again unto the
Jews, and saith unto them, I find
in him no fault at all.

39 But ye have a custom that
I should release unto you one at

— the passover: will ye therefore,
that I release unto you the King
of the Jews !

40 Then cried they all again,
saying, Not this man, but Barab-
bas. Now Barabbas was a rob-
ber.

CHAP. XIX.

Christ {s scourged, crowned with

thorns, and beaten. 4 Pilate is de-

sirous torelease him, but being over-
come with the outrage of the Jews,

he delivered him to be crucified. 23

They cast lots for his garments. 26

He commendeth his mother to John.

93 Hedieth. 31 Hisside is pierced.

38 Heis buried by Joseph and Nico-

demus. ’

HEN _ Pilate therefore took
Jesus, and scourged him.

2 And the soldiers platted a
crown of thorns, and put i on his
head, and they put on him a pur-
ple robe, -

3 And said, Hail, King of the
Jews! and they smote him with
their hands.

4 Pilate therefore went forth
again, and saith unto them; Be-
hold, Iubring him foith to you,
that ye may know that I find no
fault in him.

5 Then came Jesus forth, wear-
ing the crown of thorns, and the
purple robe. And Pilate saith
wnto them, Behold the man'!

6 When the chief priests there-
fore and officers saw him, they
cried out, saying, Crucify him,
crucify hzm. Pilate saith unto
them, Take ye him, dand crucify
him-: “for I find no fault in him.

to be crucified.

7 The Jews answered him, We
have a law,and by our law he
ought to die, because he made
himself the Son of God.

8 T When Pilate therefore
heard that saying, he was the
more zafraid ;

9 And went again into the
judgment-hall, and saith unto
Jesus, Whence art thou? But
Jesus gave him no answer.

10 Then saith Pilate unto him,
Speakest thou net unto me!
knowest thou not, that I have
power to crucify thee, and have
power to reléase thee

11 Jesusanswered, Thou could-
est have no power aé all against
me, except it were given thee
from above : therefore he that
delivered me unto thee hath the
greater sin.

12- And from thenceforth Pilate
sought to release him: but the
Jews cried out, saying, If thou
let this man-go, thou art not Ce-
sar’s friend. Whosoever maketh
himself a king, speaketh against
Cesar.

13  When Pilate therefore
heard that saying, he brought
Jesus forth, and sat down in the
judgment-seat, in a place that is
called the Pavement, but in the
Hebrew, Gabbatha.

14 And it was the preparation
of the passover, and about the
sixth hour: and he saith unto
the Jews, Behold your King !

15 But they cried out, Away
with Aim, away with him, croeify
him. Pilate saith “unto them,
Shall I crudify your king? The
chief priests answered, We have
noe king but Cesar.

16 Thendelivered he him there-
fore unto them to be crucified.
And they took Jesus, and led Aum
away. -

17 And he bearig his cross
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went forth into a place called the
place of a skull, which is called
1n the Hebrew, Golgotha:

18 Where they crueified him,
and two other with him, on
either side one, and Jesus in the
midst.

19 9 And Pilate. wrote a title,
and put 7 on the cross. ‘And
the writing was, JESUS OF
NAZARETH, THE KING OF
THE JEWS.

20 This title then read many
of the Jews : for the place where
Jesns was crucified was nigh fo
the city : and it was written in
Hebrew, and Greek, and Latin.

21 Then said the chief priests
of the Jews to Pilate, Write not,
The King of ‘the Jews; but that
he said, T am King of the Jews.
29 Pilate answered, What I
have written, I have written.

23 ¢ Then the soldiers, when
they had crucificd Jesus, took
his* garments, and made four
paits, to every soldier a part;
and also his coat: now the coat
was without seam, woven from
the top throughont.

24 They said thercfore among
themselves, Let us not rend it,
but cast lots for it whose it shall
be: that the scriptare might be
fulfilled, which saith, They part-
ed my raiment among them, and
for my vesture they did cast lots.
These things therefore the sol-
diers did.

95 9 Now there stood by the
cross of Jesus, his mother, and
his mother’s sister, Mary the wife
of Cleophas, and Mary Magda-
lene.

26 When Jesus therefore saw
his mother, and the disciple stand-
ing by whom he loved, he saith
unto his mother, Woman, behold
thy son !

27 Then saith he to the disci-

He dicth.

ple, Behold thy mother! And
from that hour that disciple took
her unto his own home.

28 q After this, Jesus knowing
that all things were new.accom-
plished, that the scripture might
be fulfilled, saith, I thirst.

29 Now there was set a vessel
fuil of vinegar: and they filled a
sponge with winegar, and put i
upon hyssop, and put @ to his
mouth.

30 When Jesus therefore had
received the vinegar, he said, It
is finished : and he bowed his
head, and gave up the ghost.

31 The Jews therefore, because
it was the preparation, that the *
bodies should mnot remain upon
the cross on the sabbath-day, (for
that sebbath-day was an high
day,) besought Pilate that, theix
legs might be broken, and that
they might be taken away.

39 Then came the soldiers, and
brake the legs of the first, and
of the other which was crucified
with him.

33 But when they came to Je-
sus, and saw that he was dead
already, they brake not his legs.

34 But one of the soldiers with
a spear pierced his side, and
forthwith came .thereout blood
and water.

35 And he that saw iZ, bare Tec-
ord, and his record is true: and
he knoweth that he saith true,
that ye might believe.

36 For these things were done,
that the scripture should be ful-
filled, A bone of him shall not be
broken.

37 And again another scripture
saith, They shall look on him
whom they pierced.

33 ¢ And after this, Joseph of
Arimathea (being a disciple of
Jesus, but secretly for fear of the
Jews) besought Pilate that he
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Christ’s burial
might take away the body of Je-

,sus : and Pilate gave him leave.
He came therefore and took the
body of Jesus.

39 And.there came also Nico-
demus (which at the first came
to Jesus by night) and brought a
mixture of myrrh and aloes, about
an hundred pound weight.

40 Then took they the body of
Jesus, and wound it. in- limen
clothes with the spices, as the
manner of the Jews is to bury.

41 Now in the place where he
was ecrucified, there was a gar-
den; and in the garden a new
sepulchre, “wherein was never
man yet laid.

42 There laid they Jesus there-
fore, because of the Jews’ prep-
aration-day ; for the sepulchre
was nigh at hand.

CHAP. XX.

1 Mary cometki to the sepulchre: 2 s0
do Peter and John, ignorant of the
resurrection. 14 Jesus appedreth
to Mary Magdalene, 19 and fto hig
disciples. 24 The incredulily, and
confession of Thomas. 20’ The
seriptute is sufficient fo salvation.

FE first day of the week

cometh Mary Magdalene ear-

ly, when it was yet dark, unto
the sepulchre, and . seeth the
stone taken away from the sep-
ulchre.
* 9 Then she runneth, and com-
eth to Simon Peter; and to the
other disciple whom Jesus loved,
and saith unto them, They have
taken away the Lord out of the
sepulchre, and we know not where
they have laid him:

3 Peter therefore went forth,
and that-other disciple, and came
to the sepulchre.

4 So they ram both together:
gnd the other disciple did outrun
Peter, and came first to the sep-
ulchre.

5 And he stooping down, and

and resurrection.
looking in, saw the linen clothes

_lying ; yet went he not in.

6 Then cometh Simon Peter
following him, and went into the
sepulchre, and seeth the linen
clothes lie;

7 And the napkin that was
about his head, net lying witk
the linen -clothes, but wrapped
together in a place by itself.

8 Then went in also that other
disciple which came first to the
sepulchre, and he saw, and be
lieved.

9 For as yet they knew not the
scripture, that he must rise again
from the dead.

10 Then the disciples went
away agein untotheir own home.

11 9 But Mary stood without
at the sepulchre weeping: and
as she wept she stooped down
and looked into the sepulchre,

12 And secth two angels in
white, sitting, the one at the
head, and the other at the fect,
where the body of Jesus had
lain. -

13 And they say unto her, Wo=
man, why weepest thou? She
saith unto them, Because they
have taken away my Lord, and
I know not where they have laid
him.

14 And when she had thus said,
she turned herself back, and saw
Jesus standing, and knew not
that it was Jesus.

15 Jesus szith unto her, Wo-
man, why weepest thou! whom
seckest thou ! She, supposing him
tobe the gardener, saith unto him,
Sir, if thou havebiorne him hence,
tell me where thon hastlaid him,
and I will take him away.

16 Jesus saith unto her, Mary.
She turned herself, and saith un-
to him, Rabboni, which is to say;
Master.

17 Jesus saith unto her, Touch
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me not : for I am not yetascend-
ed to my Father : but go to my
brethren, and say unto them, I
ascend unto my Father and your
Father, and 0 my God and your

zod.

18 Mary Magdalene came and
told the disciples that she had
seen the Lord, and thaé he had
spoken these things unto her.

19 9 Then the same day at
evening, being the first day of the
weelk, when the doors were shut
where the disciples were assem-
bled for fear of the Jews, came
Jesus and stood in the midst, and
saith unto them, Peace be unto

ou.

20 And when he had so said,
he shewed unto them his hands
and his side. Then were the dis-
ciples glad when they saw the
Lord.

21 Then said Jesus to them
again, Peace beunto you: asmy
Father hath sent me, even so
send I you.

22 And when he had said this,
he breathed on them, and saith
unto them, Receive ye the Holy
Ghost.

23 Whose soever sinsye remit,
they are remitted unto them;
and whose soever sins ye retain,
they are retained.

24 9 But Thomas, one of the
twelve, called Didymus, was not
with them when Jesus came.

25 The other disciples there-
fore said unto him, We have seen
the Lord. But he said unio them,
Except I shall see in his hands
the print of the nails, and put my
finger into the print of the nails,
&nd thrust my hand into his side,
I will not believe.

26 T And after eight days again
his disciples were within, and
Thomas with them: then came

Jesus, the doors being shut, and

stood in the midst, and said,

Peace be unto you.

27 Then saith he to Thomas,
Reach hither thy finger, and be-
hold my hands; and reach hither
thy hand, andthruost it into my
side; and be not faithless, but
believing.

28 And Thomas answered and
said unto him, My Lord and my
God.

29 Jesus saith unto him, Thom-
as, because. thou hast seen me,
thou hast believed : blessed are
they that have not seen, and.yet
have believed.

30 4 And many other signs
truly did Jesus in the presence of
his disciples, which ‘are not writ-
ten in this book.

31 But these are written, that
ye might believe that Jesus is
the Christ, the Son of God ; and
that believing ye might have lifa
through his name.

CHAE. XXI.

1 Christ appearing again to his dis-
ciples was known of them by the
great draught of fishes. 12 He di-
nethwith them: 15 earnestly com-
mandeth Peter to feed his lambs
and sheep : 18 joretelleth him of
his death s 22 rebuketh his curiosi-
iy louching Jokn. 25 The conclu-
SLoM.

AFTER these things Jesus

shewed himself again to the
disciples at the sea of Tiberias :
and on this wise shewed he him-
self.

2 There were together Simon
Peter, and Thomas called Didy-
mus, and Nathanael of Cana in
Galilee, and the sons of Zebedee;
and two other of his disciples.

3 Simon Peter saith-unto them,
I go a fishing. They say unto
him, We also go with thee. They
went forth, and entered into a
ship immediately ; and that night
they caught nothing.

4 But when the moming was
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now come, Jesus stood on the
shore ; but the disciples knew not
that 1t was Jesus.

5 Then Jesus saith unto them,
Children, have ye any meat?
They answered him, No. :

6 And he said unto them, Cast
the net on the right side of the
ship, and ye shall find. They
cast therefore, and now they were
not able to draw it for the multi-
tude of fishes.

7 Therefore that disciple whom
Jesus loved saith unto Peter, It
is the Lord. - Now when Simon
Peter heard that it was the Lord,
he girt his fisher's coat unto him,

(for he was naked) and did cast.

himself into the sea.

8 And the other disciples came
in a little ship (for they were not
far from land, but as it were two
hundred cubits) dragging the net
with fishes. 4

9 As soon then as they were
come to land, they saw a fire of
coals there, and fish laid thereon,
and bread. }

10 Jesus saith unto them,
Bring of the fish which ye have
now caught.

11 Simon Peter went up, and
drew the net to land full of great
fishes, an hundred and fifty and
three : and for all there were so
many, yet was not the net broken.

12 Jesus saith unto them, Come
and dine. And none of the dis-

.ciples durst- ask him, Who art
thou! knowing that it was the
Lord.

13 Jesus then cometh, and ta-
keth bread, and giveth them, and
fish likewise.

14 This is now the third time
that Jesus shewed himself® to his
disciples, aiter that he was risen
from the dead. E

15. 9 So when they had dined,
Jesus saith to Simon Peter, Simon

18 Verilv, verily, I say unto
thee, When thou wast young,
thou girdedst thyself, and walk-
edst whither thou wouldest : but
when thou shalt be old, thou shalt
stretch forth thy hands, and an-
other shall gird thee, and carry
thee whither thon wouldest not.

19 This spake he, signifying by
what déath he should glorify Ged.
And when he had spoken this, ha
saith unto him, Follow me.

20 Then Peter, turning about,
seeth the disciple whom Jesus lov-
ed, following ; (which also lean-
ed on his breast at supper, and
said, Lord, which is he that be-
trayeth thee 1)

21 Peter seeing him, saith tc
Jesus, Lord, and what shall thiv
man do ?

29 Jesus saith unto him, If 1
will that he tarry till I come, what
48 that to thee? Follow thou me.

93 Then went thissaying abroad
among the .brethren, that: that
disciple should notdie : yet Jesus
said not unto him, He shall not
die; but, If I will that he tarry
1ill I come, what s that to thee !
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24 This is the disciple which
testifieth of these thmgs, and
wrote these things: and we
know that his testimony is true.
25 And there are also many
other things which Jesus did, the

CHAP. L
1 Christ, preparing his apostles to the
beholing of his ascension, gather-
etk them logether into the wmount
Olivet, commandeth them to_erpect
in Jerusalem the sending down of
the Holy Ghost, promiseth after few
days to send il = by, virtue whereof
they should lie wéinesses unto him,
even to the wutmost parts of the
earth, '3 After lis ascension they
are warned by tiwo angels to depart,

and to set their minds upon™ his |

s_'econd coming. 12 They accord-
ingly relurn, and, giving them-
selves to prayer, choose Multhias
apostle in the place of Judas.
YHE former treatise have I
made, O Theophilus, of all
that Jesus began both to do and
teach,

2 Until the day in which he was
taken up, after that he through
the Holy Ghost had given com-
mandments unto the apostles
whom he had chosen :

3 To whom also he shewed
himself alive after his passion, by
many infallible proofs, being seen
of them forty days, and speaking
of the things pertaming to the
kingdom of God :

4 andbeing assembled together
with Zhem, commanded them that
they should not depart from Je-
rusalem, but wait for the promise
of the Father, which, saith ke,
ve have heard of me.

5 For John truly baptized with
water ; but ye'shall be baptized
with the Holy Ghost not many
days hence.

6 When they therefore were

come together, they asked of him,

saying, Lord, wilt thou at this
time restore again the kingdom to
Israel?

7 And he said unto them, It is
not for you to know the times or
the seasons' which the Father
hath put in his own power.

8 But ye shall receive power
after that the Holy Ghost iscome
upon you : and ye shall be wit-
nesses unto me, both in Jerusa-
lem, and in all Judea, and in Sa-
maria, and unto the uttermost
part of the earth.

9 And when he had spoken
these things, while they beheld,
he was taken up; and a cloud
received him out of their sight.

10 And while they looked stead-
fastly toward heaven as he went
up, behold, two ‘men stood by
them in white apparel ;

11 Which also said, Ye men of
Galilee, why stand ye gazing up
into heaven! this same Jesus
which s taken up from you inte
heaven, shall so come in like
manner as ye have seen- him go
into heaven.

12 Then returned they unto
Jel_-usalem, from the mount called
Olivet, which is from Jerusalem
a sabba:h-day’s journey.

.13 And when they were come
in, they went up iuto an upper
room, where abode both Peter,
and”James, and John, and An-
drew, Philip, and Thomas, Bar-
tholomew, and Matthew, James
the son of Alpheus, and Simon
