5 Then Jesus saith unto them,
Children, have ye any meat?
They answered him, No. :

6 And he said unto them, Cast
the net on the right side of the
ship, and ye shall find. They
cast therefore, and now they were
not able to draw it for the multi-
tude of fishes.

7 Therefore that disciple whom
Jesus loved saith unto Peter, It
is the Lord. - Now when Simon
Peter heard that it was the Lord,
he girt his fisher's coat unto him,

(for he was naked) and did cast.

himself into the sea.

8 And the other disciples came
in a little ship (for they were not
far from land, but as it were two
hundred cubits) dragging the net
with fishes. 4

9 As soon then as they were
come to land, they saw a fire of
coals there, and fish laid thereon,
and bread. }

10 Jesus saith unto them,
Bring of the fish which ye have
now caught.

11 Simon Peter went up, and
drew the net to land full of great
fishes, an hundred and fifty and
three : and for all there were so
many, yet was not the net broken.

12 Jesus saith unto them, Come
and dine. And none of the dis-

.ciples durst- ask him, Who art
thou! knowing that it was the
Lord.

13 Jesus then cometh, and ta-
keth bread, and giveth them, and
fish likewise.

14 This is now the third time
that Jesus shewed himself® to his
disciples, aiter that he was risen
from the dead. E

15. 9 So when they had dined,
Jesus saith to Simon Peter, Simon

to Peter.

son of Jonas, lovestthon me more
than these? He saith unto him,
Yea;, Lord: thou knowest that
I love thee. He saith unto him,
Feed my lambs.

16 He saith to him again the
second time, Simon son of Jonas,
lovest thou me? He saith unto
him, Yea, Lord: thou knowest
that I love thee. He saith unto
him, Feed my sheep.

17 He saith unto him the third
time, Simon son of Jonas, lovest
thoume ? Peter was grieved be-
cause he said unto him the third
time, Lovest thou me ! And he
said unto him, Lord, thou know-
estall things ; Thou knowest that
I love thee. Jesus saith unto
Liiny, Feed my sheep.

18 Verilv, verily, I say unto
thee, When thou wast young,
thou girdedst thyself, and walk-
edst whither thou wouldest : but
when thou shalt be old, thou shalt
stretch forth thy hands, and an-
other shall gird thee, and carry
thee whither thon wouldest not.

19 This spake he, signifying by
what déath he should glorify Ged.
And when he had spoken this, ha
saith unto him, Follow me.

20 Then Peter, turning about,
seeth the disciple whom Jesus lov-
ed, following ; (which also lean-
ed on his breast at supper, and
said, Lord, which is he that be-
trayeth thee 1)

21 Peter seeing him, saith tc
Jesus, Lord, and what shall thiv
man do ?

29 Jesus saith unto him, If 1
will that he tarry till I come, what
48 that to thee? Follow thou me.

93 Then went thissaying abroad
among the .brethren, that: that
disciple should notdie : yet Jesus
said not unto him, He shall not
die; but, If I will that he tarry
1ill I come, what s that to thee !
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24 This is the disciple which
testifieth of these thmgs, and
wrote these things: and we
know that his testimony is true.
25 And there are also many
other things which Jesus did, the

o The ACTS of the Apostles.

CHAP. L
1 Christ, preparing his apostles to the
beholing of his ascension, gather-
etk them logether into the wmount
Olivet, commandeth them to_erpect
in Jerusalem the sending down of
the Holy Ghost, promiseth after few
days to send il = by, virtue whereof
they should lie wéinesses unto him,
even to the wutmost parts of the
earth, '3 After lis ascension they
are warned by tiwo angels to depart,

and to set their minds upon™ his |

s_'econd coming. 12 They accord-
ingly relurn, and, giving them-
selves to prayer, choose Multhias
apostle in the place of Judas.
YHE former treatise have I
made, O Theophilus, of all
that Jesus began both to do and
teach,

2 Until the day in which he was
taken up, after that he through
the Holy Ghost had given com-
mandments unto the apostles
whom he had chosen :

3 To whom also he shewed
himself alive after his passion, by
many infallible proofs, being seen
of them forty days, and speaking
of the things pertaming to the
kingdom of God :

4 andbeing assembled together
with Zhem, commanded them that
they should not depart from Je-
rusalem, but wait for the promise
of the Father, which, saith ke,
ve have heard of me.

5 For John truly baptized with
water ; but ye'shall be baptized
with the Holy Ghost not many
days hence.

6 When they therefore were

come together, they asked of him,

saying, Lord, wilt thou at this
time restore again the kingdom to
Israel?

7 And he said unto them, It is
not for you to know the times or
the seasons' which the Father
hath put in his own power.

8 But ye shall receive power
after that the Holy Ghost iscome
upon you : and ye shall be wit-
nesses unto me, both in Jerusa-
lem, and in all Judea, and in Sa-
maria, and unto the uttermost
part of the earth.

9 And when he had spoken
these things, while they beheld,
he was taken up; and a cloud
received him out of their sight.

10 And while they looked stead-
fastly toward heaven as he went
up, behold, two ‘men stood by
them in white apparel ;

11 Which also said, Ye men of
Galilee, why stand ye gazing up
into heaven! this same Jesus
which s taken up from you inte
heaven, shall so come in like
manner as ye have seen- him go
into heaven.

12 Then returned they unto
Jel_-usalem, from the mount called
Olivet, which is from Jerusalem
a sabba:h-day’s journey.

.13 And when they were come
in, they went up iuto an upper
room, where abode both Peter,
and”James, and John, and An-
drew, Philip, and Thomas, Bar-
tholomew, and Matthew, James
the son of Alpheus, and Simon




Matthias chesen
Zelotes, and Judas the brother of
James.

14 These all - continued with
_one accord in prayer and suppli-
cation, with the women, and Me-
7y the mother of Jesus, and with
his brethren.

15 4 And in those days Peter
stood up,in the midst of the dis-
ciples, and said, (the number of
the names together were aboutan
hundred and twenty,)

16 Men and brethren, this serip-
ture must néeds have been fulil-
Ted, which the Holy Ghost by the
mouth of David spake before
concerning  Judas, which was

uide to them that took Jesus.

17 TFor he was numbered with
us, and had obtained part of this
ministry.

18 Now this man purchased a
field with the reward of iniquity ;
and falling headlong, he burst
asunder in the midst, and all his
bowels gushed out.

19 And it was known unto all
the dwellers at Jerusalem ; nso-
much as that field is called in
their proper tongue, Aceldama,
that is to say, The field of blood.

20 For it 1s written in the book
of Psalms, Let his habitation be
desolate, and let no man dwell
therein : and, His bishoprick let
another take.

91 Wherefore of these men
which have companied with us,
all the time that the Lord Jesus
went in and out among us,

22 Beginning from the baptism
of John, mnto that same day that
he was taken up from us, must
one be ordained fo be a witness
with us of his resurrection.

93 And they appointed two,
Joseph called Barsabas, who was
surnamed Justus, 2nd Matthias.

24 And they prayed, and said,
Tliou, Lord, which knowest the

an aposile.

hearts of all men, shew whether
of these two thou hast chosen,

25 That he may take part of
this ministry and apostleship,
fromwhich Judas by transgression
fell, that he might go to his own

lace.

26 And they gave forth their
lots; and the lot fell upon Mat-
thias; and he was numbered
with the eleven apostles.

CHAP. IL
1 The apostles, filled with the Holy
Ghest, and speaking divers lan-
guages, are admired by some, and
derided by others. 14 Whom Pe-
ter disproving, and shawing that
the aposties spake by the power of
the Holy Ghost, thal Jesus wous 1is-
en from the dead, ascended o
heaven, had poured down the same
- Holy Ghost, and was the Messias, o
man known Lo them to be approved
of God by his miracles, WOndeTs,
and signs, and not crucified wilh.
oul his determinate counsel and
Sforeknowledge : 37 he baptizeth o
great number that were converted.
i1 Who afterwardsdevoutly and
eharitably converse together : the
apostles working many miracles,
and God daily increasing  his
church.
ND when the day of Pente-
cost was fully come, they
were all with one accord in one

place.

2 And suddenly there came a
sound from heaven, as of a rush-
ing mighty wind, and it filled all
the house where they were sit-
ting.

3 And there appeared unto
them cloven tongues like as of
fire, and it sat upon eachof them.

4 And they were all filled with
the Holy Ghost, and began to
speak with other tongues, as the
Spirit gave them utterance.

5 And there were dwelling at
Jerusalem Jews, devout men, out
of every nation under heaven.

6 Now when this was' noised
abroad, the multitude came te-
gother, and were confounded, be-
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cause that every man heard them
speak in his own language.

7 And they were all amazed,
and marvelled, saying one to
another, Behold, are notall these
which speak, Galileans ?

8 And how hear we every man

in our own tongue, wherein we
were born

9 Parthians, and Medes, and
Elamites, and the dwellers in
Mesopotamia, and in Judea, and
Cappadocia, in Pontus, and Asia,

10 Phrygia, and Pamphylia, in
Egypt, and in the parts of Libya
about Cyrene, and strangers of
Rome, Jews and proselvtés,

11 Cretes and Arabians, we
do hear them speak in our tongues
the wonderful werks of God.

12 And they were all amazed,
and were in doubt, saying one to
another, What meaneth this ?

13 ‘Others mocking, said, These
men are full of new wine.

14 9 But Peter, standing up
with the eleven, lifted up his
voice, and said unto them, Ye
men of Judea, and all ye that
dwell at Jerusalem, be this known
unto you, and hearken to my
words : :

15 For these are not drunken,
as ye suppose, seeing it is bus the
third hour of the day.

16 But this is that which was

spoken by the prophet Joel,
117 And it shall come to pass
in the last days, saith Ged, I will
pour out of my Spirit upen all
flesh: and your sons and your
daughters shall prophesy, and
your young men shall see visions,
and your old men shall dream
dreams :

18 And on my servants, and
on my hand-maidens, I will pour
out in.those days of my Spirit ;
and they shall prophesy : ;

19 And I will shew wonders in
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Peter's sermos.
heaven above, and signs in the
earth beneath; bloed, and fire,
and vapour of smoke.

20 The sun shall be turned in-
to darkness, and the moon inte
blood, before that great and no-
table day of the Lord come.

21 And it shall come to pass,
that whosoever shall call on the
name of the Lord, shall be saved.

22 Ye men of Israel, hear these
words ; Jesus of Nazareth, a man
approved of God among you by
miracles, and wonders, and signs,
which Ged did by him in the
midst of you, as ye yoursclves
also know :

23 Him, being delivered by the
determinate _council and fore-
knowledge of God, ye have ta-
ken, and by wicked ‘hands have
crucified and slain :

24 Whom God hath raised up,
having loosed the pains of death :
because it was not possiblé that
he should be holden of it.

25 For David speaketh con-
cerning him, I foresaw the Lord
always before my face ; for he is
on my right hand, that I should
not be moved : .
26 Therefore did my heart re-
joice, and my tongue was glad;
moreover also, my flesh shall rest
inhepe:

27 Because thou wilt not leave
my soul in hell, neither wilt thou
suffer thine Holy One to sce cor-
ruption.

28 Thou hast made known to
me the ways of life ; thou shalt
make me full of joy with thy
countenance.

29 Men and brethren, let me
freely speak unto you of the pa-
triarch David, that he is both
dead and buried, and his sepul-
chre is with us unto this dav.

30 Therefore being a pr&phet,

and knowing that God had sworn

with an oath to him, that of the
fruit of his loins, according to the
flesh, he would raise up Christ
to sit on his throne;

31 He seeing this before, spake
of the resurrection of Christ, that
his soul was not left in hell, nei-
ther his flesh did see corruption.

32 This Jesus hath God raised
up, whereof we all are witnesses.

33 Therefore being by the right
hand of God exalted, and having
seceived of the Father the prom-
ise of the Holy Ghost, he hath
shed forth this, which ye now see
and hear.

34 For David is not ascended
into the heavens, but he saith
himself, The Lorp said unto my
Lord, Sit thon on my right hand,

35 Until 1 make thy foes thy
footstool.

36 Therefore let all the house
of Israel know assuredly, that
God hath made that same Jesus
whom ye have crucified, both
Lord and Christ.

37 § Now when they heard
this, they were pricked in their
heart, and said unto Peter and
to the rest of the apostles, Men
and brethren, what shall we
do!

38 Then Peter said unto them,
Repent, and be baptized every
one of you in the name of Jesus
Christ, for the remission of sins,
and ye shall receive the gift of
the Holy Ghost.

39 For the promise is unto you,
and to your children, and to-all
that are afar off, even as many as
the Lord our God shall call.

40 And with many other words
did he testify and exhort, saying,
Save yourselves from this unto-
ward generation.

41 § Then they that gladly
yéceived his word, were bapti-
z6d: and the same day there
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converied.

were added unto them about three
thousand souls.

42 And they continued stead-
fastly in the apostles’ doctrine
and fellowship, and in breaking
of bread, and in prayers.

43 And fear came upon every
soul : and many wonders and signs
were done by the apostles:

44 And all that believed were
together, and had all things com-
mon; i 73

45 And sold their possessions
and~goods, and parted them to
all men, as every man had need.

46 And they, continuing daily
with one accord in the temple,
and breaking bread from holse
to house, did cat their meat with
gladbess and singleness of heart,
47 Praising God, and having
favour with all the people. And
the Lord added to the church
daily such as should be saved.
CHAP. IIL

1 Peter preaching to the people that

came to see a lame man restored to

his feet, 12 professeth the cure not
tn have been wroughl by his or

John's own fou‘er, ar holiness, but

by God, and his Son Jesus, and

through faith in his name : 13 with-
al reprehending them for crucify-
ing Jesus. 17 Which because they

did 1t through ignerance, and thad

thereby were fullilled God’s determi-

nate counsel, und the scriptures:

19 ke exhorteth them by repentance

and faith to seek remission of their

sins, and salvation in the saine

Jesus.

NO\V Peter and John went up

together into the temple, at
the hour of prayer, being the
ninth hour.

2 And a certain man lame from
his mother’s wemb was carried,
whom they laid daily at the gate
of. the temple which is called
Beautiful, to ask alms of them
that entered into the temple;

3 Who, seeing Peter and John
ahout to go into the temple, aslks
ed an alms.
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4 And Peter fastening his eyes
upon him with John, said, Look
on us.

5 And he gave heed unto them,
expecting to receive something
of them.

6 Then Peter said, Silver and
gold have I none ; but such as I
have give I thee: In the name
of Jesus Christ of Nazareth, rise
up and walk. 3

7 And he took him by the right
hand, and lifted kim up: and im-
mediately hisfeet and ancle-bones
received strength.

8 And he, leaping up, stood,
and walked, and entered with
them into the temple, walking,
and leaping, and praising God.

9 And all the people saw him
walking and praising God :

10 And they knew that it was
he which' sat for alms at the
Beautiful gate of the temple:
and they were filled with wonder
and amazement at that which
had happened unto him.

11 And as the lame man which
was healed held Peter and John,
all the people ran together unto
them in the porch that is called
Solomon’s, greatly wondering.

12 § And when Peter saw if,
he answered unto the people, Ye
men of Israel, why marvel ye at
this? or why look ye so edrnestly
on us, as thongh by our own
power or holiness we had made
this man to walk?

13 The God of Abraham, and of
Isaac, and of Jacob, the God of
our fathers hath glorified his Son
Jesus; whom ye delivered up,
and denied him in the presence
of Pilate, when he was determin-
ed to let lam go.

14 But ye dznied the Holy One,
and the Just, and desired a mur-
derer to be granted unto you ;

15 And killed the Prince of life,

cure the lame man

whom God hath raised from the
dead ; whereof we are witnesses.

16 And his name, through faith
in his name, hath made this man
strong, whom ye see and know:
yea, the faith which is by him,
hath given him this perfect sound-
ness In the presence of you all.

17 And now, brethren, I wot
that through ignorance ye did iz,
as did also your rulers.

18 But those things which Ged
before had shewed by the mouth
of ‘all his prophets, that Christ
should suffer, he hath so fulfilled.

19 9 Repent ye therefore, and
be converted, that your sins may
be blotted out, when the times of
refreshing shall come from the
presence of the Lord ;

20 And he shall send Jesus
Christ, which before was preach-
ed unto you:

21 Whom the heaven must re-
ceive, until the times of restitution
of all things, which God hath
spoken by the mouth of all his
holy prophets, since the world
began.

22 For Moses truly said unto
the fathers, A Prophet shall the
Lord your God raise up unto you,
of your brethren, like unto me;
him shall ye hear in all things,
whatsoever he shall say unto you.

23 And it shell come to pass,
that every soul which will not
hear that Prophet, shall be des-
troyed from among the people.

24 Yea, and all the prophets
from Samuel, and, those that fol-
low after, as many as have spo-
ken, have likewise foretold of
these days.

25 Ye are the children of the
prophets, and of the covenant
which God made with our fa-
thers, saying unto, Abraham, And
in thy seed shall all the kindreds
of the earth be blessed.
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Peter and John

26 Unto you first, God having
raised up his Son Jesus, sent him
to bless you, in turning away
every one of you from his niqui-
ties.

CHAP. IV.

The rulers of the Jews affended
with Peter's sermon, 4 (though
thousands of the people were con-
werted that heard the word,) impri-
gon him and John. 5 After; upon
examination Peler boldly avouch-
ang the lame man to be healed by
the name of Jesus, and that by the
same Jesus only we must be eler-
nally saved, 13 they commund him
and John to preachno more in that
nanie, adding also threatening, 23
whereupon  the church fleeth to
prayer. 3l And Guod, by moving
the place where they were assembled,
tesitfied that he heard their prayer :
confirming the church with the gift
of ihe Holy Ghost, and with muiual
love and charity,

ND as they spake unto the
people, the priests, and the
eaptain of the temple, and the

Sadducees came upon them,

2 Being grieved that they
taught the people, and preached
through Jesus the resurrection
from the dead.

3 And they laid hands on them,
and put them in hold unto the
next day : for it was now even-
tide.

4 Howbeit, many of them
which heard the word, believed 5
and the number of the men-was
about five thousand.

5 9 And it came to pass on the
morrow, that their rulers, and el-
ders, and seribes, 2 :

6 And Annas the high prest,
and Caiaphas, and John, and Al-
exander, and as many as were
of the kindred ‘of the high priest,
were gathered together at Jeru-
salem.

7 And when they had set them
in the midst; theyasked, By-what
power, or by wha! name have ye
done this?

imprisoned,

8 Then' Peter, filled with the
Holy Ghost, said unto them, Ye
rulers of the people, and elders
of Israel,

9 If we this day be examined
of the good deed done to the im-
potent man, by what means he is
made whole;

10 Be it known unto you all,
and to all the people of Israel,
that by the name of Jesus Christ
of Nazareth, whom ye crucified,
whom God raised from the dead,
even by him doth this man stand
here before you whole.

11 This is the stone which was
set at panght of you builders,
which is become the liead of the
corner. $

12 Neither is there salvation in
any other: for there is none other
name under heaven given among
men, whereby we must be saved.

13 9§ Now when they saw the
boldness of Peter-and John, and
perceived that they were unleam-
ed and ignorant men, they mar-
velled ; and they took knowledge
of them, that they had been with
jL’SUS.

14 And beholding the man
which was healed standing with
them, they could suy nothing
against it.

15 But. when they had com-
manded them to go aside out of
the council, they conferred among
themselves,

16 Saying, What shall we do
to these men? for that indeed a
notable iniracle hath been done
by them is manifest to all them
that dwell in Jerusalem, and we
canuot deny L.

17 But that it spread no further
among the people, let us straitly
threaten them, that they speak
henceforth to no man in this name.

18 And they celled them, and

commanded them not to speak at
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all, nor teach  the name of Je-
sus.

19 But Peter and John answer-
ed and said unto Jhem, Whether
it be right in the sight of God to
hearken unto you mere than unto
God, judge ye.

20 For we cannot but speak
the things which we have seen
and heard.

21 So, when they had further
threatened them, they let them
go, finding nothing how they
might punish them, because of
the people : for all men glorified
God for that which was done.

22 For the man was above forty
years old on whom this miracle
of liealing was shewed. =

23 T And being let go, they
went to their own company, and
reported all that the chief priests
and elders had said unto them.

24 And when they heard that,
they lifted up their voice to God
with one accord, and said, Lord,
thou art God, which hast made
hieaven, and earth, and the sea,
and-all that m them is;

25 Who, by the mouth of thy
servant David hast said; Why
did the heathen rage, and the
people imagine vain things!

26 The kings of the earth stood
up, and the rulers were gathered
together against the Lord, and
against his Christ.

27 For of a truth against thy
holy child Jesus, whom thou hast
anointed, both Herod, and Pontius
Pilate, with the Gentiles, and the
people of Israel, were gathered
together,

28 For to do whatsoever thy
hand and thy counsel determined
before to be done.

29 And now, Lord, behold their
threatenmgs: and grant unto thy
servants that with all boldness
they may speak thy word,

CHAP. V.

Unity of the church.

30 By stretching forth thine hand
to heal ; and that signs and won=
ders may be done by the name.of
thine holy child Jesus:

31 9 And when they had pray-
ed, the place was shaken where
they were assembled “together;
and they were all filled with the
Holy Ghost, and they spake the
word of God with boldness.

32 And the multitude of them
that believed were of one heart,
and of one soul : neither said any
of them that aught of the things
which he possessed was hisown ;
but they had all things common.

33 And with great power gave
the apostles witness of the resur-
rection of the Lord Jesus: and
great grace was upon them all.

34 Neither was there any among
them' that lacked: for as many
as were possessors of lands or
houses sold them, and brought
the prices of the things that were
sold,

85 And laid them down at the
apostles’ feet: and distribution
was made unto every man ac-
cording as he had need.

36 And Joses, who by the apos-
tles was sumamed Bamabas,
(which 1s, being interpreted, The
son of consolation,) a . Levite;
and of the country of Cyprus,

37 Having land, sold 22, and
brought the money, and laid £ at
the apostles’ feet.

CHAP. V.

1 After that Ananias and Sapphira
his wife for their hypocrisy at Pe.
ter's rebuke had fallen down dend,
12 and that the rest of the aposties
hud wrought many miracles, 14 to
the increase of the faitk: 17 the apos-
ties are azarn imprisoned, 19 but
delivered by an angel bidding them
to_preach openly fo all: 21 when,
after their feaching accordingly in
the temple, 29 and before the coun.
cily 33 they arein danger to be kill-
ed, through the advice of Gamaliel,
a greal-counsellor among the Jeiws,
: 177

they be kept alive, 40 and are but
beaten : for which they glovify Gody
and cease no day from preaching.

UT a cettain man named An-

anias, with Sapphira his wife,
sold a possession, ;

9 And kept back part of the
price, (his wife also Eeing privy
0 1£,) and brought a certain part,
4nd laid 4t at the apostles’ feet.

3 But Peter said, Ananias, why
hath Satan filled thine heart to lie
to the Holy Ghost, and to keep
back piart of the price of the land?

4 While it remained, was it not
thine own ? and after it was sold,
was it not in thine own power
why hast thou conceived this
thing in thine heart ! thou hast not
lied unto men, but unto God.

5 And Ananias hearing these
words, fell down, and gave up
the ghost. And great fear came
on all them that heard these
things.

6 And the young men arose,
wound him up, and carried him
out, and buried him.

7 And it was about the space
of three hours after, when his
wife, not knowing what was done,
came in.

8 And Peter answered unto
her, Tell me whether ye sold the
land for so much? And she said,
Yea, for so much.

9 Then Peter said unto her,
How is it that ye have agreed to-
gether to tempt the Spisit of the
Tord? behold the- feet of them
which have buried thy husband
are at the door, and shall carry
thee out.

10 Then fell'she down straight-
way at his feet, and yielded up
the ghost. And the young men
came in, and found her dead, and
carrying her forth, buried her by
fer husband.

11 And great fear came upon
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and Sapphird

all the church, and upon as many
as heard these things.

12 § And by the hands of the
apostles were many signs and
wonders wrought among the peo-
ple; (and they were all with one
accord in Solomon’s porch.

13 And of the rest durst no
man join himself to them : but
the people magnified them.

14 And believers were the more
added to the Lord, multitudes
both of men and women;)

15 Tnsomuch tlat they brought
forth the sick into the streets; and
laid them on beds and couches,
that at the least the shadow of
Pefer passing by might over-
shadow some of them.

16 There came also a multitude
oul of the cities round about unto
Jerusalem, bringing sick folks,
and them which were vexed with
unelean spirits; and they were
healed every one.

17 § Then the high priest rose
up, and all they that were with
him, (which is the sect of the
Sadducees,) and were filled with
ndignation,

18 And laid their hands on the
apostles, and put them in the
common prison.

19 But the angel of the Lord
by night opened the prison-doors,
and bronght them forth, and
said,

90  Go, stand and speak in the
temple to the people all the
words of this life:

21 And when they heard thaty
they entered into the temple early
in the morning, and taught. But
the high priest came, and they
that were with him, and called
the council together, and all the
senate of the children of Tsrael,
and sent to the prison to have
them brought.

29 But when the cfficers came,
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and found them not in the prison,
they returned; and told,

23 Saying, The prison truly
found we shut with all safety,
and the keepers standing without
before the doors: but when we
had opened, we found no man
within.

24 Now when the high priest,

and the captain of the temple,

and the chief priests heard these
things, they doubted of them
whereunto this would grow.

25 Then came one_and told
them, saying, Behold, the men
whom ye put in prison are stand-
ing in the temple, and teaching
the people. =

26 Then went the captain with
th'e officers, and brought them
without violence : for they feared
the people, lest they should have
been stoned.

27 And when they had brought
them, they set them before the
council : and the high priest ask-
ed them,

28 Saying, Did we not straitly
rommand you, that yeshounld not
teach in this name? and behold,
ye have filled Jerusalem witi
your doctrine, and intend to bring
this man’s blood upon us.

29 9 Then Peter and the other
apostles answered and said, We
ought to obey God rather than
men.

30 The God of our fathers rais-
ed up Jesus, whom ye slew and
hanged on a tree:

81 Him hath God exalted with
his right hand f0 be a Prince and
a Saviour, for to give repentance
to Israel, and forgiveness of
sins.

32 And we are his witnesses of
these things; and so is also the
Holy Ghost, whom God hath giv-
en to them that obey him.

CHAP. V.

Gumaliel's counsel,
they were cut to the heart, and
took counsel to slay them.

34 Then stnod there up one in
the couneil, a Pharisee, named
Gamaliel, a doctor of the law,
had in reputation among all the
people, and commanded to put
the apostles forth a liftle space;
35 And said unto them, Ye
men of Israel, take heed to your-
selves what ye intend to do as
touching these men: !
36 For before these days rose
up Theudas, boasting himself to
be somebody; to whom a number
of men, about four hundred, join-
ed themselves: ‘who was slain ;
and all, as many as obeyed him,
were scattered, and brought to
nought. i
37 After this man rose up Ju-
das of Galilee, in the days of the
taxing, and drew away much
people after him : he also perish-
ed; and all, even as many as
obeyed him, were dispersed.

38 And now I say unto you,
Refrain from these men, and let
them alone : for if this council ar
this work be of men, it will come
to nought :

39 But if it be of God, ye can-
not overthrow it; lest haply ye
Iéeofund even to fight against
40 And to him they agreed : and
when they had called the apos-
tles, and beaten them, they com-
manded that they should nc:
spealt in the name of Jesus, and
let them go.

41 § And they departed from

the presence of the council, re-

joicing that they: were counted
worthy to suffer shame for his
name.

42 And daily in the temple,

and in every house, they ceased

not to teach and preach Jesus

33 § When they heard that,

CHAP. VL
1 The aposiles, desirous lo have the
poor regarded for their hodily sus-
tenance, as also careful themselves
to dispense the word of God, the
food of the soul, 3 appoint the office
of deuconship to seven chosen men.

5 Of whom Stephen, @ man full of
Sfailh, and of the Holy Ghost, is one.

2 ‘l‘i’ho is taken of those, whom he

confounded in disputing 13 and af-

ter foisely accused of blasphemy
against the law and theiemple.
ND in those days, when the
number of the disciples was
multiplied, there arose a mur-
muring of the Greeians against
the Hebrews, because their wid-
ows were neglected in the daily
ministration.

2 Then the twelve called the
multitude of the disciples unio
them, and said, It is not reason
that we should leave the word of
God, and serve tables.

3 Wherefore, brethren, look ye
ont among you seven men of
honest report, full of the Holy
Ghost and wisdom, whom we
may appoint over this business.

4 But we will give ourselves
continually to prayer, and to the
ministry of the word.

5 9 And the saying pleased the
whole nmultitude : and they chose
Stephen, a man full of faith and
of the Holy Ghost, and Philip,
and Prochorus, and Nicanor, and
Timon, and Parmenas, and Ni-
colas a proselyte of Antioch,

6 Whom they set before the
apostles : and when they had
prayed, they laid their hands on
them. .

7 And the word of God increas-
ed ; and the number of the dis-
ciples multiplied in Jerusalem
greatly; and a great company
of the priests were obedient to
the faith.

8 And Stephen, full of faith and
power, did great wonders and
miracles among the people.

THE ACTS.

Stephen accused.

9 ¢ Then there arose certain
of the synagogue, which is called
the synagogue of the Libertines,
and Cyrenians, and Alexandri-
ans, and them of Cilicia, and ot
Asia, disputing with Stephen.

10 And they were not able to
resist the wisdom and the spirit
by which he spake.

11 Then they suborned men,
which said, We have heard him
speak blasphemous words against
Moses, and against God.

12 And they stirred up the peo-
ple, and the elders,and the seribes.
and came upon Asm, and, caught
him, and brought him to the
couneil,

13 And set up false witnesses,
which said, This man ceaseth
not to speak blasphemous words
against this holy place, and the
law :

14 For we have heard him say.
that this Jesus of Nazareth shall
destroy this place, and shall
change the customs which Moses
delivered us.

15 And all that sat in the coun-
cil, looking steadfastly on him,
saw his face as it had been the
face of an angel.

CHAP. VIL.
1. Stephen, permitted to answer lo tha
accusation of blasphemy, 2 shew-

. eth that Abraham worshipped Ged

righily, and how God chose the fa-

thers 20 before Moses was born, and
before the tabermacle and temple
were built: 37 that Moses himsel)
witneszed of Christ: 44 endthat all
outward ceremonies were ordained
according lo the heavenly pattern,
to last bui for a time: 51 reprehend-
ing their rebellion, and murdering
of Christ, the Just One, whom the
prophets foretold should come inlo
the world. 51 Whereupon they stone
him to death, who commendeth lug
soul to Jesus, and humbly prayeth
Jor them.

HEN said the high priest, Are
these things so'!
2 And he said, Men, brethren,
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and fathers, hearken; The Ged
of glory appeared unto our fa-
ther Abraham when he was in

Mesopotamia, befere he dwelt in
Charran,

3 And said unte him, Get thee
out of thy ceuntry, and from thy
kindred, and come into the land
which I shall shew thee.

4 Then came he out of the
land of the Chaldeans, and dwelt
in Charran. And from thence,
when his father was dead, he re-
moved him into this land where-
in ye now dwell.

5 And he gave him none inher-
itance in it, no, not so much as
to set his foot on: yet he prom-
ised that he would give it to him
for a possession, and to his seed
after him, when &s get he had
no child.

6 And God spake on this wise,
that his seed should sojeurn in
a strange land; and that they
should bring them into bondage,
and entreat them evil four hun-
dred years.

7 And the nation te whom they
shall be in bondage will I judge,
said God: and after that shall
they come forth, and serve me
in this place.

8 And he gave him the cove-
nant of circumeision. - And so
Abraham begat Isaac, and cir-
cumcised him the eighth day;
and Isaac begat Jacob, and Jacob
begat the twelye patriarchs.

9 And the patriarchs, moved
with envy, sold Jeseph inte Egypt:
but God was with him,

10 And delivered him out of
all his afilictions, and gave him
favour and wisdom in the sight
of Pharao king of Egypt; and
he made him povernor ove:
Egvpt, and all his house.

11 Now there came a dearth
ever gll the land of Egypt and

Chanaan, and great affiiction;
and our fathers found no suste-
nance.

12 But when Jacob heard that
there was comn in Egypt, he sent
out our fathers first.

13 And at the second time Jo-
seph was made known to his
brethren : and. Joseph's kindred
was made known unto Pharaoh.

14 Then sent Joseph, and call-
ed his father Jacob to fim, and
all his kindred, three score and
fifteen souls.

15 So Jaceb went down inte
Egypt, and died, he, and our fa-
thers,

16 And were carried over inte
Sychem, and laid in the sepul-
chre that Abraham bought for a
sum of money of the sons of
Emmor, the father of Sychem.

17 But when the time of the
promise drew nigh, which God
had swern to Abraham, the peo-
ple grew and multiplied in Egypt,

18 Till another king arose,
which knew net Joseph. :

19 The same dealt subtilly
with our kindred, and evil-en-
treated -our fathers, so that they
cast.out their young children, ta
the end they might not live.

20 In which time Moses was
born, and was exceeding fair, and
nourished up in his father’s ouse
three months:

21 And when he was cast out,
Pharaoh’s daughter took him up,
and nourished him for her own son.

22 And Moses was learned in
all the wisdom of the Egyptians,
and was mighty in words and in
deeds. . s

23 And when he was full forty
years old, it came into his heart
to visit his brethren the children
of Israel.

24 And seeing one of them suf-
fer wrong, he defended him, and
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avenged him tha: was oppressed
and smote the Egyptian:

95 For he supposed his brethrer.
would have understood how that
God by his hand would deliver
them : but they understood not.

26 And the next day he shew=
ed himself -unto’ them ‘as ‘they
strove, and would have set.then
&t one again, saying, Sirs, ye ae
brethren; why do ye wrong oae
to another?

27 But he that did his neigh-
bour wrong, thrust him away, say-
ing, Who made thee a ruler'and
a judee over us?

98 Wilt thou kill me, as thou
didst the Egyptian yesterday ¥

99 Then fled, Moses at this say-
ing, and was a stranger in the
land of Madian, where he begat
two sons.

30 And when forty years were
expired, there appeared to him
in the wilderness of mount Sina,
an angel of the Lord in a flame
of fire in a bush.

31 When Moses saw if, he
wondered at the sight ; and as he
drew near to behold 7t the voice
of the Lord came unto him,

32 Saying, ¥ am the God of thy
fathers, the God of Abraham, and
the God of Isaae, and the God of
Jacob. Then Moses: trembled,
and durst not behold.

33 Then said the Lord to him,
Put off thy shoes from thy feet:
for the place where thou standest
15 holy grommd.

34 | have seen, I have seen the
affliction of my people which is
n Bgypt, and I have heard their
gman'mg, and am come down to

eliver them. -~ And now come, I
will send thee into Egypt.

35 This Moses, whom' they re-
fused, saying, Who made thee a
ruler and a jndge? the same did
God send to be a ruler and & de-

liverer by the hand of the anzel
which appeared to him in the
bush.

36 He brought them out, after
that he had shewed wonders and
signs in the land of Egypt, and
in the Red sea, and in the wilder
ness forty years.

37 & 'This is that Moses, which
said unto the children of Israe,
A Prophet shall the Lord your
God raise up unto you of your
brethren, like unto me; him shall
ye hear.

38 This is he, that was in the
church in the wilderness with the
angel which spake to him in the
mount Sina, and with our fathers:
who received the lively oracles
to give unto us:

39 To whom our fathers wounld
not obey, but thrust iim from
them, and in their hearts turned
back again into Egypt,

40 Saying unto Aaron, Make
us gods to go before us: for as
Jfor this Moses, which brought us
out of the land of Egypt, we wot
not what is become of him.

41 And they made a calf in
those days, and offered sacrifice
unto the 1dol, and rejoiced in the
works of their own hands.

42 Then God turned, and gave
them up to worship the host of
heaven; as it is written in the
book of the prophets, O ye house
of Tsrael, have ye offered fo me
slain beasts and sacrifices by the
space of forty years in the wil-
derness?

43 Yea, ye took up the taber-
nacle of Molodh, and the star of
your god Remphan, figures whick
ye made to worship them : and I
will carry you away beyond Bab-

ylon.

44 Our fathers had the taberna-
cle of witness in the wilderness,
as he had appeinted, speaking
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gnto Moses, that he should make
it ascording to the fashion that
he had seen.

45 Which also our fathers, that
came after, brought in with Jesus
into the possession of the Gen-
tiles, whom God drave out be-
fore the face of our fathers, unto
the days of David;

46 Who  foand favour before
God, and desired to find a taber-
nacle for the God of Jacob.

47 But Solomon built him an
house.

48 Howbeit, the Most High
dwelleth not in temples made
with hands ; as saiththe prophet,

49 Heaven is my throne, and
garthis my footstool : what house
will ye build me ! saith the Lord :
or what 75 the place of my rest’

50 Hath not my hand made all
these things!

51 ¢ Ye stiffinecked; and un-
circumeised in heart and ears, ye
do always resist the Holy Ghost :
as your fathers did, so do ye.

52 Which of the prophets have
not your fathers persecuted ! and
they have slain them whicli shew-
ed before of the coming of the
Just One ; of whom ye have been
now the betrayers and murderers ;

53 Who have received the law
by the disposition of angels, and
have not kept .

54 4 When they heard these
things, they were cut to the heart,
and they gnashed on him with
their teeth.

55 But he, being full of the
Holy Ghost, looked up stead-
fastly into heaven, and saw the
glory of God, and Jesus standing
on the right hand of God,

56 And said, Behold, Isee the
heavens opened, and the Son of
man standing on the righthand of
frod.

57 Then they cried out with a

And at that
time there was a great’ persecu-
tion against the church which
was at Jerusalem ; and they were
all scattered abroad throughout
the regicns of Judea and Sama-
ria, except the apostles.

2 And devout men carried Ste-
phen fo his burial, and made
great lamentation over him.

3 As for Saul, he made havock
of the church, entering into every
house, and haling men and ‘wo-
men, committed them to prison.

4 Therefore they that were
soattered abroad went every
where preaching the word.

5 Then Philip went down to

13 Then Simon himself believ-
od also: and when he was bap-
tized, he continued with Philip,
and wondered, beholding the mir-
acles and signs which were done.

14 Now when the apostles
which were at Jernsalem heard
that Samaria had received the
word of God, they sent unto them
Peter and John :

15 Who, when they were come
down, prayed for them that they
might receive the Holy Ghost:

16 (For as yet he was fallen
upon fme of them: only they
wete baptized in the name of the
Lord Jesus.)

HERE was a certain ‘man in

Cesarea, called Cornelius, a
centurion of the band called the
Ttalian band,

2 A devout man, and one that

feared God with all his house
which gave much alms to th
people, and prayed to God al-
ways.

3 He saw in a vision evidently,
about the ninth hour of the day,
an angel of God coming in io
him, and saying unto him, Cor-
nelius. 1

4 And when he looked on him
he was afraid, and said, What is
it, Lord? And he said unto him
Thy prayers and thine alms are
E;OSE? up for a memorial before
5 And now send men to J

and call for one Simon, \fggsaa,
surname is Peter : g

6 He lodgeth with one Simen
a tanner, whose house is by the
sea-side: he shall tell thee whas
thou oughtest to de.

7 And when the angel which
spake unto Comelins was depart-
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Cornelius sendeth

ed, he called two of his house-
hold servants,.and a devout sol-
dier of them that waited on him
continually ;

8 And when he had declared
all these things unto them, he sent
them to Joppa.

9 ¢ On the morrow, as they
went on their journey, and drew
nigh unto the city, Peter swent
up upon the house-top to pray,
about the sixth hour:

10 And he became very hun-

while they made ready, he fell

And on the mor-
row Peter went away with them,
and certain brethren from Joppa
accompanied him.

24 And the morrow after they
entered into Cesarea. And Cor-
nelius waited for them, and had
called together his kinsmen and
near friends.

95 € And as Peter was coming
in, Cornelius met him, and fell
down at his feet; and worshipped
hin.

32 Send therefore to Joppa, and
zall hither Simon, whose surname
1s Peter; he is lodged in the
house of one Simon a tanner, by
the sea-side : who, when he com-
eth, shall speak unto thee.

33 Immmediately therefore I sent
to thee ; and thou hast well done
that thou art come. Now there-
fore are we' all here present be-
fore God, to hear 2l things that
are commanded thee of God.

43 To him give all the prophets
witness, that through his name
whosoever believeth in him shall
receive remission of sins.

44 q While Peter yet spake
these words, the Holy Ghost fell
onall them which heard the word.
45 And they of the circumecis-
ion which believed, were aston-
ished, as many as came with Pe-
ter, because that on the Gentiles
also was poured out-the gift of
the Holy Ghost.

46 For they heard them speak
with tongues, and magnify God.
Then answered Peter,

47 Can any man forbid water,
that these should not be bapti-
zed, which have received the
Holy Ghost as well as we !

48 And he commanded them to
be baptized in the name of the
Lord. Then prayed they him to
tarry certain days.
