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Several duties

wherein is excess ; but be filled
with the Spirit;

19 Speaking to yourselves in
psalms, and hymns, and spiritual
songs, singing and making melo-
dy m your heart to the Lord,

20 Giving thanks always for all
things unto God and the Father,
in the name of our Lord Jesus
Christ ; i

21 Submitting yourselves one
to another in the fear of God.

22 Wives, submit yourselves
unto your own husbands, as unto
the Lord.

23 For the husband is the head
of the wife, even as Christ is the
head of the church: and he is
the Saviour of the body.

24 Therefore as the church is
subject unto Christ, so let the
wives be to their own husbands
in every thing.

25 Husbands, love your wives,
even as Christ also loved the
church, and gave himself for it ;

26 That he might sanctify and
cleanse it with the washing of
water by the word,

27 That he might present it to
himself a glorious church, not
having spot or wrinkle, or any
such thing ; but that it should be
holy and without blemish.

28 So ought men to love their
wives, as their own bodies. He
that loveth his wife loveth him-
self.

29 For no man ever yet hated
his own flesh; but nourisheth
and cherisheth it, even as the
Lord the church :

30 For we are members of 1is
body, of his flesh, and of his
bones.

31 For this cause shall a man
Jeave his father and mother, and
shall be joined unto his wife, and
they two shall be one flesh.

32 Thisis a great mystery : but

recommended.

I speak concemning Christ and
the church.

33 Nevertheless, let every one
of you in particular so love his
wife even as himself: and the
wife see that she reverence her
husband.

CHAP. VL

1 The duty of children towards their
parents, 5 of servanis lowards their
masters, 10 Our life is a tarfare,
12 not only against flesh and blood,
but also spiritual enemies. - 13 The
complete armovr of « Christian, 13
and how it ought lo be used. 21
Tychivus is commended.

CHILDREN, obey your pa-
rents in the Lord : for this is
right.
2 Honour thy father and moth-
er, (which is the first command-
ment with promise,)

3 That it may be well with

thee, and thou mayest live long
on the earth.

4 And, ye fathers, provoke not
your children to wrath : but bring
them up in the nurture and ad-
monition of the Lord.

5 Servants, be obedient to them
that are your masters according
to the flesh, with fear and trem-
bling, in singleness of your heart,
as unto Christ ;

6 Not with eye-service, as men-
pleasers; but as the servants

of Christ, doing the will of God

from the heart ;

7 With good will deing service,
as to the Lord, and not to men:

8 Knowing that whatsoeyer good
thing any man doeth, the same
shall he receive of the Lord,
whether %e be bond or free.

9 And, ye masters, do the same
things wnto them, forbearng
threatening : knowing that your
Master also is in heaven s neither
is there respect of persons with
him.

10 Finally, my brethren, be
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Paul’s prayer to God

strong in the Lord, and in the
power of his might.

11 Put on the whole armour of
God, that ye may be able to stand
against the wiles-of the devil.

12 For we wrestle not against
flesh and blood, but agamst prin-
cipalities, against powers, against
the rulers of the darkness of this
world, against spiritual wicked-
ness in high pluces.

13 Wherefore take unto you
the whole armour of God, that
ye may be able to withstand in
the evil day, and having doneall,
to stand.

14 Stand therefore, having your
loins girt about with truth, and
having on the breast-plate of
righteousness; :

15 And your feet shod with the
preparation. of the gospel of
peace ;

16 Above all, taking the shield
of faith, wherewith ye shall be
able to quench all the fiery darts
of the wicked.

17 And take the helmet of sal-
vation, and ‘the sword of the
Spirit, which is the word of

od:

CHAP. L

18 Praying always with all

Sor the Plibppans,
prayer and supplication in the
Spirit, and watching thereunto
with all perseverance and suppli
cation for all saints;

19 And for me, that utterance
may be given unto me, that I may
open my mouth boldly, to make
known the mystery of the gos-
pel,
20 For which I am an ambas-
sador in bonds: that therein I
may speak boldly, as I ought to
speak.

21 But that ye also may know
my affairs, and how I do, Tychi-
cus, a beloved brother and faith-
ful minister in the Lord, shall
make known to you all things:

22 Whom I have sent unto you
forthe same purpose, that ye
might know our affairs, and that
he might comfort your hearts.

23 Peace be to the brethren,
and-love with faith from God the
Father and the Lord Jesus
Christ.

24 Grace be with all them that
love our Lord Jesus Chnst in
sincerity. Amen.

and his love toward them, for the

ke sheweth what good the faith of
Christ kad received by his trovdles
Gl Rone, 21 and how recdy e is lo
glorify Christ either by his life or
death, 27 exhorting them to unity,
2B end to fortitude i persecution,

SAUIT and Timotheus, the ser-
vants of Jesns Christ, to all

the saints in Christ Jesus which

are at Philippi, with the bishops
and deacous :

2 Grace be untoyou, and peace,
from God our Father, and from
the Lord Jesus Christ.

3 I thank my God upon every
remembrance of you,

4 Always in every prayer of
mine for you all making request
with joy,

5 For your fellowship in- the
gospel from the first day until
now j
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Exzhortation

6 Being confident of this very
thing, that he which hath begun
a good work in you, will perform
it until the day of Jesus Christ:

7 Even as it is meet for me to
think this of you all, because I
haveyonin my heart; inasmuch
as both in my bonds, and in the
defence and confirmation of the
gospel, ye all are partakers of my
grace.

8 For God is my record, how
greatly I long after you allin the
bowels of Jesus Christ.

9 And this I pray, that your
love may abound yet more and
more in knowledge and in all
judgment ; :

10 That ye may approve things
that are excellent ; that ye may
be sincere and without offence
till the day of Christ ; g

11 Being filled with the fruits
of righteousness, which are by
Jesus Christ, unto the glory and
praise of God.

12 But I would ye should un-
derstand, brethren, that the things
awhich happened unto me have
fallen out rather unto the further-
ance of the gospel ;

13 So that my bonds in Christ
are manifest in all the palace, and
in all other places ;

14 And many of the brethrenin
the Lord, waxing confident by my
bonds, are much more bold to
speak the word without fear.

15 Some indeed preach Christ
even of envy and strife ; andsome
also of good will-

16 The one preach Christ of
contention, not sincerely, suppo-
sing to add affiiction to my bonds:

17 But the other of love, know-
ing that T am set for the defence
of the gospel.

18 What then? notwithstand-
ing, every way, whether in pre-

to unity.
ed; and I thereln do rejoice, yea,
and will rejoice.

19 Tor I know that this shall
turn to my salvationthrough your
prayer; and the supply of the
Spirit of Jesus Christ,

20 According to my earnest
expectation, and my hope, that in
nothing I shall be ashamed, but
that with all boldness, as always,
so now also, Christ shall be mag-
nified in my bedy, whether i be
by life, or by death. ;
91 For to me to live is Christ,
and to die is gain.

99 But if I live in the flesh, this
4s the fruit of my labour: yet
what I shall choose I wot not.

23 For I am in a strait betwixt
two, having a desire to depart,
and to be with Christ ; which is
far better :

24 Nevertheless, to abide in the
flesh 75 more needful for you.

25 And having this confidence,
I know that I shall abide and
continue with you all for your
furtherance and joy of faith;

26 That your rejoicing may be
more asbundant in Jesus Christ
for me by my coming to you
again.

27 Only, let your conversation
be as it becometh the gospel of
Christ : that whether I come and
see you, or else be absent, I may
hear of your affairs, that ye stand
fast in one spirit, with one mind
striving together for the faith of
the gospel ; >

28 And in nothing terrified by
your adversaries; which is to
them an evident token of perdi-
tion, but to you of salvation, and
that of God.

29 For unto you it is given in
the behalf of Christ, not only to
helieve on him, but also to suffer
for his sake ;

tence or intruth; Christ is preach-

which ye saw in me, and now

hear #0 be in me.
CHAP. II.

1 He ezhorteth them to unity, and to
all humbleness of mind, by the ex-
ample of Christ’s humility and ez-
altation: 12 to a careful proceeding
in the wey of salvation, that they be
as lights to the wicked world, 16 and
comforis lo him their apostile, who
is now ready to be ojeredp up to God.
19 He hopeth to send Timothy to
them, whom he greatly commendeik,
25 as Epaphroditus also, whom he

resently sendeth to them.

F there be therefore any conso-

lation in Christ, if any com-
fort of love, if any fellowship of
the Spirit, if any bowels and mer-
cies,

2 Tulfil ye my joy, that ye be
like-minded, having the - same
love, being of one accord, of one
mind.

3 Let nothing be done through
strife or vain glory ; but in low-
liness of mind let each esteem
other better than themselves.

4 Look not every man on his
own things, but every man also
on-the things of others.

5 Let this mind be in you,
which was also in Christ Jesus :

6 Who, being in the form of
Gaod, thought it notrobbery to be
equal with God :

7 But made himself of no repu-
tation, and took upon him the
form of a servant, and was made
in the likeness of men:

8 And being found in fashion as
a man, he humbled himself, and
became obedient unto death, even
the death of the cross.

9 Wherefore God also hath
highly exalted him, and given
him & name which isabove every
name :

10 That at the name of Jesus
every knee should bow, of things
in heaven, and fhings in earth,
and things under the earth ;

11 And that every tongue

to humility.
should confess that Jesus Christ
is Lord, to the glory of God the

Father.

12 Wherefore, my beloved, as
ye have always obeyed, not as
In my presence only, but now
much more m-my absence, work
out your own salvation with fear
and trembling.

13 For it is God which worketh
in you both to will and to do of
his good pleasure.

14 Do all things without mur-
murings and disputings :

15 That ye may be blameless
and harmless, the sons of God,
without rebuke, in the midst of a
crooked and perverse nation;
among whom ye shine as lights
in the world ;

16 Holding forth the word of
life ; that I may rejoice in the day
of Christ, that I have not run in
vain, neither laboured in vain.

17 Yea, and if I be offered up-
on the sacrifice and service ot
your faith, I joy, and rejoice with
you all.

18 For the same cause also do
ye joy, and rejoice with me.

19 But I trust in the Lord Je-
sus to send Timotheus shortly
unto you, that I also may be of
good comfort, when I know your
state.

20 For I have no man like-
minded, who will naturally care
for your state. i
21 For all seek their own, not
the things which are Jesus
Christ’s.

22 But ye know the proof of
him, that as 2 son with the fa-
ther, he hath served with me in
the gospel.

23 Him therefore I hope to
send presently, so soon as I shall
see how it will go with me.

24 But I trust in the Lord that

I also myself shall come shortly.
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To avoid

25 Yet I supposed it necessary
to send to you Epaphroditus, my
brother, and companion in la-
bour, and fellow-soldier, but your
messenger, and he that minister-
ed to my wants.

26 For he longed after you all,
and was full of heaviness, because
that ye had heard that he had
been sick.

27 For indeed he was sick nigh
unto death : but God had mercy
on him; and not on him only,
but on me also, lest I should have
SOITOW UPON SOITOW.

28 I sent him therefore the more
carefully, that, when ye see him
again, ye may rejoice, and that
I may be the less sorrowful.

29 “ Receive him therefore in
the Lord with all gladness; and
hold such in reputation :

‘30 Because for the work of
Christ he was nigh unto death,
not regarding his life, to supply
your lack of service toward me.

; CHAP. IIL
1 He warneth them to beware of the

false teachers of the circumasion,

4 shewing that imself kath greater
cuuse than they to trust in the right-
eousness of the law: T which not-
withstanding he counteth as dung
and loss, to gain Christ and his
righteousneéss, 12 therein acknowi-
edging lis own imperfection. 15 He
exhorteth them to be thus minded,
17 and to imitate him, 18 and to de-
cling theways of carnal Christians.
INALLY, my brethren, re-
joice in the Lord. To write
the same things to you, to me
indeed 73 not grievous, but for
you it is safe.

2 Beware of dogs, beware of
evil-workers, beware of the con-
cision.

3 For we are the circuncision,
which worship God in the\Spirit,
and rejoice in Christ Jesus, and
have no confidence in the flesh.

4 Though I might also have
coufidence in the flesh, If any

other man thinketh that he hath
whereof he might trust in the
flesh. I more :

5 Circumcised the eighth day,
of the stock of Israel, of the tribe
of Benjamin, an Hebrew of the
Hebrews; as touching the law,
a Pharisee ;

6 Concerning zeal, persecuting
the church ; touching the right-
eousness which is in the law,
blameless.

7 But what things were gain to
me, those I counted loss for
Christ.

8 Yea doubtless, and I count
all things but loss for the excel-
lency of the knowledge of Christ
Jesus my Lord: for whom I have
suffered the loss of all things,
and do count them but dung, that
I may win Christ,

9 And be found in him, not
having, mine own righteousness,
which is of the law, but that
which is through the faith of
Christ, the righteousness which
is of God by faith:

10 That I may know him, and
the power of his resurrection, and
the fellowship of his sufferings,
being made conformable unto his
death ;

11 If by any means I might at-
tain unto the resurrection of the
dead.

12 Not as though I had already
attained, either were already per-
fect : but I follow after, if that I
may apprehend that for which also
Tamapprehended of Christ Jesus.

13 Brethren, I count not my-
selfto have apprehended : but this
one thing I do, forgetting those
things which are behind, and
reaching forth unto those things
which are before,

141 press toward the mark for

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General

15 Let us therefore, as many
as be perfect, be thus minded:
and if in any thing ye be other-
wise minded; God shall reveal
even this unto you.

16 Nevertheless, whereto we
have already attained, let us
walk by the same rule;, let us
mind the same thing.

17 Brethren, be followers to-

gether of me, and merk them

which walk so as ye have us for

an ensample.

18 (For many walk, of whom I
have told you often, and now tell
you even weeping, that they are
the enemies of the crossof Christ :

19 Whose end ts destruction,
whose God is heir belly, and
whose glory 7s n their shame,
who mind carthly things.)

20 For our conversation is in
heaven; from whence also we
look for the Saviour, the Lord
Jesus Christz

21 Who shall change our vile
body, that it may be fashioned
like unto his glorious body, ac-
cording to the working whereby
he is able even to subdue all
things unto himself.

CHAP. IV.

1 From particular admonitions 4 he
proceedeth 1o general exhoriations,
10 shewing how ke rejoiced at their
Liberality towards him lying in
prison, not so much for the supply
of his own wants, as for the grace
of God in them. 19 And so he con-
cludeth with prayerand salutations,

HEREFORE, my brethren

dearly beloved and longed
for, my joy and crown, so stand
fast in the Lord, my dearly be-
loved.

2 I beseech Euodias, and - be-
seech Syntyche, that they be of
the same mind in the Lord.

3 Ard I entreat thee also, true
yoke-fellow, help those women
which laboured with me i the
gospel, with Clement also, and

exhortations.
with other my fellow-labourers,
whose names are in the book of
life.

4 Rejoice in the Lord always:
and again I say, Rejoice.

5 Let yourmoderation be known
unto all men. The Lord 4s at
hand.

6 Be careful for nothing; but
in every thing by prayer and sug-
plication with thanksgiving let
your requests be made known

| unto God.

7 And the peace of God, which
passeth all understanding, shall
keep your hearts and minds
through Christ Jesus.

8 Finally, brethren, whatso-
ever things are {rue, whatsoever
things are honest, whatsoever
things are just, whatsoever things
are pure, whatsoever things are
lovely, whatsoever things are of
good report ; if there e any vir-
tue, and if here be any praise,
think on these things.

9 Those things which ye have
both learned, and received, and

| heard, and seen in me, do: and

the God of peace shall be with you.

10 But 1 rejoiced in the Lord
greatly, that now at the last your
carc of me hath flourished again;

| wherein ye were also careful, but

ye lacked opportunity.

11 Not that I speak in respect
of want: for I have learned, in
whatsoever state I am, therewith
to be content.

12 Iknow both how to be aba-
sed, and I know how to abound :
every where and in all things I
am instructed both to be full and
to be hungry, both to abound and
to suffer need.

13 I can do all things through
Christ which strengtheneth me.

14 - Notwithstanding, ye have
well done that ye did communi
cate with my affliction,
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General

15 Now ye Philippians, know
also, that in the beginning of the
gospel, when I departed from
Macedonia, no church communi-
cated with me as concerning
glving and reeeiving, but ye only.

16 Ior even in Thessalonica ye
sent once and again unto my ne-
cessity.

17 Not because I desire a gift:
but I desire fruit that may abound
to your account.

18 But I have all, and abound :
I am full, having received of
Epaphroditus the” things which
were sent from you, an odour of a
sweet smell, a sacrifice accepta-
ble, well-pleasing to God.

which ye have to all the saints,

truth of the gospel :

6 Which is come unto you, as

eth forth fruit, as i doth also i
you, since the day ye heard of i,
and knew the grace of God in
truth:

T As ye also learned of Epa-
phras our -dear fellow-servant,
whao is for you a faithful minister
of Christ ;

8 Who also declared unte us
your love in the Spirit.

9 For this cause we also, since
the day we heard 4 do not cease
to pray for you, and to desire
that ye might be filled with the
knowledge of his will in all wis-
dom and spiritual understanding ;

10 That ye might walk worthy
of the Lord unto all pleasing,
being fruitful in every good work,
and increasing in the knowledge
of God ;

11 Strengthened with all might,
according to his glorious power,
unto all patience and long-suffer-
ing with joyfulness ;

12 Giving thanks unto the Fa-
ther, which hath made us meet to
be partakers of the inheritance of
the saints in light :

13 Who hath delivered us from
the power of darkness, and hath
translated us into the kingdom
of his dear Son:

15 Who is the image of the in-
visible God, the first-born of every
creature :

ister ;

24 Who now rejoice in my suf-
ferings for you, and fill up that
which is behind of the afflictions
of Christ in my flesh for his body’s
sake, which is the church:

25 Whereof I am made a min-
ister; according to the dispensa-
tion of God which is given to me
for you, to fulfil the word of God 5

26 Even the mystery which
hath been hid from' ages, and
from generations, but now is
made manifest to his saints :

27 To whom God would make
known what s the riches of the -
glory of this mystery among the
Gentiles ; whichis Christ in you,
the hope of glary :

28 Whom we preach, warning
every man, and teaching every
man in all wisdom ; that we may
present every man perfect in
Christ Jesus :

29 Whereunto I also labour,
striving according to his working,
which worketh in me mightilv

CHAP. II.

1 He still exhorteth them fo b= con-
stant in Christ, 8 to beware of phi-
losoplky, and” vain iraditions, 18
worshipping of angels, 2 and legal
cerenionies, which are ended in
Christ.

'OR I'would that ye knew what

great conflict I have for you,
and for them at Laodicea, and Jor
as many as have not seen my
face in the flesh ;

2 That their hearts might be
comforted, being knit together in
love, and unto all riches of the
full assurance of understanding,
to the acknowledgment of the
mystery of God, and of the Fa-
ther, and of Christ;
