4 And saying, Where is the
promise of his coming! for since
the fathers fell asleep, all things
continue as they were from the
beginning of the creation.

6 For this they willingly are
ignorant of, that by the word of
God the heavens were of old, and
the earth standing out of the wa-
ter and in the water :

6 Whereby the world that then
was, being overflowed with wa-
ter, perished :

7 But the heavens and the
earth, which are now, by the
same word are kept in store, re-
served unto fire against the day
2£ judgment and perdition of un-
godly men.

8 But, beloved, be not ignorant
of this one thing, that one day s
with the Lord as a thousand years,
and a thousand years as one day.

9 The Lord is not slack con-
cerning his promise, as some men
connt slackness ; but is long-suf-
fering to us-ward, not willing that
any should perish, but that all
should ecome to repentance.

10 But the day of the Lord will
come as a thief in the night; in
the which the heavens shall pass
away with a great noise, and
the elements shall melt with
fervent heat, the earth also and
the works that are therein shall
be burned up. ‘

11 Seeing then that all these
things shall be dissolved, what
manner of persons ought ye to

Christ's coming.
be in all holy conversation and
odliness,

12 Looking for and hasting un-
to the coming of the day of God,
wherein the heavens being on
five shall be dissolved, and the
elements shalt melt with feryent
heat? :

13 Nevertheless we, according
to his promise, look for new heav-
ens and a new earth, wherein
dwelleth righteonsness.

14 Wherefore, beloved, seeing
that ye look for such things, be
diligent that ye may be found
of him in peace, without spot,
and blameless.

15 And account that the long-
suffering of our Lord 7s salvation;
even as our beloved brother Paul
also, according to the wisdom giv-
en unto him, hath written unto
you ;

16 As also in all his epistlés,
speaking in them of these things;
in which are some things hard to
be understood, which they that
are unlearned and unstable wrest,
as they do also the other serip-
tures, unto their own destruction.

17 Ye therefore, beloved, see-
ing ye know these things before,
beware lest ye ‘also, being led
away with the error of the wicked,
fall from your own steadfastness.

18 But grow in grace, and in
the knowledge of our Lord and
Saviour Jesus Christ. To him be
glory both now and for ever.

» He describeth the person of Christ,
in whom we have eternal life, by a
communion with God: 5 to whick
we must udjoin holiness of life, to
testify the truth of that sur eommu-
nion and profession of faith, as alse

1o assure us of the forgiveness of
our sins by Christ’s death.

HAT which was from the be-
ginning, which'we have heard,
which we have seen with our

eyes, which we have looked upon,
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and our hands have handled, of
the Word of life ;

2 (For the life was manifested,
and we have seen #, and bear
witness, and shew unto you that
eternal life which was with the
Father, and was manifested unto
us ;)

3 That which we have seen and
heard declare we unto you, that
ye also may have fellowship with
us: and truly our fellowship is
with the Father, and with his Son
Jesus Christ.

4 And these things write we un-
to you, that your joy may be fall.

5, This then is the message
which we have heard of him, and
declare unto you, that God is
light, and in him is no darkness
at all.

6 If we say that we have fel-
lowship with him, and walk in
darkness, we lie, and do not the
truth :

7 But if we walk in the light,
as he is in the light, we have fel-
lowship one with another, and
the blood of Jesus Christ his Son
cleanseth us from all sin.

8 If we say that we have no
sin, we deceive ourselves, and the
truth is not in us.

9 If we confess our sins, he 1s
faithful and just to forgive us our
gms, and to cleanse us from all
unrighteousness.

10 If we say that- we have not
sinned, we make him a lar, and
his word is not in us.

CHAP. IL

1 He comforteh them against the sins

of infirmity. 3 Rightly to know

God is o keep his commandments,

9 to love our brethren, 15 and not

to love the world. 18 We must be-

ware of seducers: 20 from whose
deceits the godly are sufe, preserved

by perseverance in faith, and holi-
ness of life.

MY little children, these things
writo I unto you, that ye

sin not. And if any man sin, we
have an advocate with the Father,
Jesus Christ the righteous :

2 And he is the propitiation for
our sins: and not for ours only,
but also for the sins of the whole
world.

3 And hereby we do know that
we know him, if we keep his
commandments.

4 He that saith, I know him,
and keepeth not his command-
ments, is a liar, and the truth is
net in him.

5 But whoso keepeth his word,
in him verily is the love of God
perfected : hereby know we that
we are in him.

6 He that saith he abideth in
him, ought himself also so te
walk, even as he walked.

7 Brethren, I write no new
commandment unto you, but an
old commandment which ye had
from the beginning : The old com-
mandment 1s the word which ye
have heard from the beginning.

8 Agaiu, a new commandment
1 write unto you, which thing is

- true in him and in you : because

the darkness is past, and the true
light now shineth.

9 He that saith he is in the
light, and hateth his brother, is
in darkness even until now.

10 He that loveth his brother
abideth in the light, and there is
none ocecasion of stumbling in
him.

11 Buthe that hateth his broth-
er is in darkness, and walketh
in darkness, and knoweth not
whither he goeth, because that
darkness hath blinded his eyes.

12 I write unto you, little chil-
dren, because your sins are for-
given you for his name’s sake.

13 I write unto you, fathers,
because ye have known him that
is from the beginning. I write
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Of antichrist.
unto yon, young men, because ye
have overcome the wicked one.
1 wiite unto you, little children,
because ye have known the
Father.

14 I have written unto you,
fathers, because ye have known
him that is from the beginning.
I have written unto you, young
men, because ye are strong, and
the word of God abideth in you,
and ye have overcome the wick-
ed one.

15 Love not the world, neither
the things that are in the world.
If any man love the world, the
love of the Father is not in him.

16 For all that s in the world,
the lust of the flesh, and the lust
of the eyes, and the pride of life,
is not of the Father, but is of the
world.

17 And the world passethaway,
and the lust thereof : buthe that
doeth the will of God abideth for
ever.

18 Little children, it is the last
time : and as ye have heard that
antichrist shall come, even now
are  there many antichrists;
whereby we know that it is the
last time.

19 They went out from us, but
they were not of us ; for if they
had been of us, they would no
doubt have continued with us:
but #hey went out, that they might
be made manifest that they were
not all of us.

20 But ye have an unction from
the Holy One, and ye know all
things.

21 I have not written unto you
because ye know not the truth,
but because ye know it, and that
no lie is of the truth.

29 Who is a liar but he that
denieth that Jesus is the Christ !
He is antichrist, that denieth the
Father and the Son.

3 And every man that hath this
hope in him purifieth himself,
even as he is pure.

4 Whosoever committeth sin |
transgresseth also the law; for
sin is the transgression of the
law.

5 And ye know that he was
manifested to take away our sins ;
and in him is no sin.

6 Whosoever abideth in him
sinneth not : whosoever sinneth
hath not seen him, neither known
him.

7 Little children, let no man
deceive you : he that doeth right- |
eousness is righteous, even as he
is righteous.

8 He that committeth sin is of
the devil; for the devil sinneth
from the beginning. For this pur-
pose the Son of God was mani-
fested, that he might destroy the
works of the devil.

9 Whosoever is born of God
doth not commit sin ;- for his seed
remaineth i him ; and he cannot
gin, because he is born of God.

10 In this the children of God
are manifest, and the children of
the devil : whosoever doeth not
righteousness is not of God, nei-
ther he “that loveth not his
brother.

11 For this is the message that
ye heard from the beginning, that
we should love one another.

CHAP. IV.

12 Not as Cain, who was of
that wicked one, and slew his
brother. And wherefore slew he
him? Because his own works |
were evil, and his brother’s right- |
eous.

13 Marvel not; my brethren, if |
the world hate you. |

14 We know that we have |
passed. from death urto life, be- i
cause we love the brethren. He |

15 Whosoever hateth his broth-
er, is a murderer: and ye know
that no murderer hath eternal
life abiding in him.

16 Hereby perceive we the love
of God, because he laid down
his life for us: and we cught to
lay down our lives for the breth-
Ten.

17 But whoso hath this werld’s
good, and seeth his brother have
need, and shutteth up his bowels
of compassion from him, how
dwelleth the love of God in
him?

18 My little children, let us not
love in word, neither in tongue,
but in deed and in truth.

19 And hereby we know that
we are of the truth, and shall as-
sure our hearts before him.

20 For if our heart condemn
us, God is greater than our heart,
and knoweth all things.

21 Beloved, if our heart con-
demn us not, then have we confi~
dence toward God.

22 And whatsoever we ask, we
receive of him, because we keep
his commandments, and do these
things that are pleasing in his
sight.

23 And this is his command-
ment ; That we should believe on
the name of his Son Jesus Christ,
and love one another, as he gave
us commandment.

24 And he that keepeth his coms
mandments, dwelleth in him, and
he in him. And hereby we
know that he abideth 1n us,
by the Spirit which he hath giv-
en us.

CHAP. IV.

1 He warneth them not {o belzeve all
teachers, who boast of the Spirit,

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BELOVED, believe not every
spirit, but try the spils

whether they are of God: be-

cause many false prophets are

gone out into the world.

9 Hereby know ye the Spirit of
God : Every spirit that confesseth
that Jesus Christ is come in the
flesh, is of God:

3 And every spirit that confes-
seth not that Jesus Christ 1s
come in the flesh, is not of God.
And this is that spirit of anti-
ehrist, whereof ye have heard
that it should come; and even
now already is it in the world.

4 Ye are of God, litile chil-
dren, and have overcome them:
because greater is he that is in
you, than he that is in the world.

5 They are of the world: there-
fore speak they of the world, and
the world heareth them.

6 We are of God. He that
knoweth God, heareth us; he
that is not of God, heareth not
us. Hereby know we the spirit
of truth, and the spirit of error.

7 Beloved, let us love one an-
other: for love is of God; and
every one that loveth is born of
God, and knoweth God.

8 He that loyeth not, knoweth
not God; for God 1s love.

9 In this was  manifested
the love of God toward us, be-
canuse that God sent his only-be-
gotten Son into the world, that
we might live through him.

10 Herein is love, not that we
loved God, but that he loved us,
and sent his Son fo be the propr-
tiation for our sins.

11 Beloved, if God so loved us,
we ought also to love one an-
other.

12 No man hath seen God at
any time. If we love one another,
God dwelleth in us, and his love
is perfected in us.

13 Hereby know we that we
dwell in him, and he i us, be-
cause he hath given us of his
Spirit,

. 14 And we have seen and do

testify, that the Father sent the
Son o be the Saviour of the
world.

16 And we have known and
believed the love that God hath
to us.

CHAP. V.

1 He that loveth God loveth his chil
dren, and Keepeth his command-
menis; 3 which 1o the faithful are
light, and mot grievous. 8 Jesusis
the Son of God, able to save us, 14
and io hear our prayers, which we
make Jor ourselves, and for others,

". HOSOEVER believeth that
Jesus is the Christ, is born

of God: and every one that lov-

eth him that pegat, loveth him

also that is begotten of him.

2 By this we know that we

love the children of God, when
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we love God, and keep his com-
mandments.

3 For this is the love of God,
that we keep his commandments;
and his commandments are not
grievous.

4 For whatsoever is born of
God, overcometh the world : and
this is the victory that overcom-
'eth the world, even our faith.

5 Who is he that overcometh
the world, but he that believeth
that Jesus is the Son of God?

6 This is he that came by wa-
ter and blood, even Jesus Christ ;

9 If we receive the witness of
men, the witness of God is great-
er: for this is the witness of God
which he hath testified of His
Son.

10 He that believeth on the Son
of God hath the witness in him-
self: he that believeth not God,
hath made him a liar, because he

11 And this is the record, that
God hath given to us eternal life :
and this life is in his Son.

12 He that hath ‘the - Son, hath

13 These things have I written
unto you that believe on the name
of the Son of God; thatye may
know that ye have eternal life,
and that ye may believe on thie
name of the Sen of God.

14 And this is the confidence
that we have in him, that if we
ask any thing according to his
will, he heareth us:

15 Andif we know that he hear
us, whatsoever we ask, we know
that we heve the petitions that
we desired of him.

16 If any man see his brother
sin a sin which 4s not unto death,
he shall ask, and he shall give
Lim life for them that sin not un-
to death. There is a sin unto
death : I do not say that he shall
pray for it.

17 All unrighteousness is sin:
and there is a sin not unto death.

18 We know that whosoever is
born of God, sinneth not ; but be
that is begotten of God, keepeth
himself, and that wicked one
toucheth him not.

19 And we know that we are
of God, and the whole world lieth
in wickedness.

20 And we know that the Son
of God is come, and hath given
us an understanding, that we may
know him that is true ; and we are
in him that is true, even inhis Son
Jesus Christ. This is the true
God, and eternal life.

21 Little children, keep your-
selves from idols. Amen.

12 Having many things to write
unto you, I would not write with
paperand ink : but I trust to come
unto you, and speak face to face,
that our joy may be full.

13 The children of thy elect
sister greet thee.

He commendeth Gaius for his piety,

HE elder unto the well-belov-

ed Gaius,whom I love in the
truth.

2 Beloved, I wish above all

things that thou mayest prosper

and be in health, even as tay soul
prospereth.

3 For I rejoiced greatly, when
the brethren came and testified of
the truth that is in thee, even as
thou walkest in the truth.

4 I have no greater joy than to
hear that mychildren walk in truth.

5 Beloved, thou doest faithfully
whatsoever thou doest to the
brethren, and to strangers;
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6 Which have borme witness of
thy charity oefore the church:
whom 1f thou bring forward on
their journey aiter a godly sort,
thou shalt do well:

7 Because that for his name’s
sake they went forth, taking noth-
ing of the Gentiles.

8 Wetherefore ought to receive
such, that we might be fellow-
nelpers to the truth.

9 I wrote unto the church: but
Diotrephes, who loveth to have
the pre-eminence among them,
receiveth us not.

10 Wherefore, if I come, I will
remember his deeds which he do-
eth, prating against us with mali-
cious words: and mnot content
therewith, neither doth he him-
sclf receive the brethren, and for-

to constincy.
biddeth them that would, and
casteth fhem out of the church.

11 Beloved, follow not that
which is evil, but that which is
geod. He that doeth good is of
God : but he that doeth evil hath
not seen God.

12 Demetrius hath good report
of all men, and of the truth itself:
yea, and we also bear record ;
and ye know that “our record is
true.

13 T had many things to write,
but I will not with ink ‘and pen
write unto thee :

14 But I trost I shall shortly see
thee, and we shall speak face to
face. Peace be to thee. Our
friends salute thee. Greet the
friends by name.

3 Beloved, when I gave all dil-
igence to write unto you of the
common salvation, it" was need-

4 For there are certain men
crept in unawares, who were be-

fore of old ordained to this con-
demnation, ungodly men, turning
the grace of our God into lasciv-
iousness, and denying the only
Lord God, and our Lord Jesus
Christ.

5 I will therefore put you in
remembrance, though ye once
knew this, how that the Lord,
having saved the people out of
the land of Egypt, afterward de-
stroyed them that believed not.

chorches which are m Asia; unto
Ephesus, and unto Smyrna, and
unto Pergamos, and unto Thya-
tira, and unto Sardis, and unto
Philadelphia, and unto Laodicea.

12 And I turned to see the
voice that spake with me. And
being turned, I saw seven golden
candlesticks ;

13 And in the midst of the sev-
en candlesticks one like unto the
Son of man, clothed with a_gar-
ment down to the foot, and girt
about the paps with a golden
girdle.

14 His head and his hairs were
white like wool, as white as
snow ; and his eyes were as a
flame of fire ;

15 And his feet like unto fine
brass, as if they burned in a fur-
nace ; and his voice as the sound
of many waters.

16 And he had in his right
hand seven stars : and out of his
mouth went a sharp two-edged
sword : and his countenance was
as the sunshineth in his strength.

17 And when I saw him, I fell
at his feet as dead. And he laid
his right hand upon me, saying
unto me, Fear not ; I am the first
and the last :

18 I am he that liveth, and was
dead ; and behold, I am alive for
evermore, Amen ; and have the
keys of hell and of death,

19 Write the things which thou
hast seen, and the things which
are, and the things which shall
be hereafter ;

20 The mystery of the seven
stars which thou sawest in my
right hand, and the seven golden
candlesticks. The seven stars

are the angels of the seven
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
